Lake Bonneville

Lake Bonneville is the name
given by geologists to a fresh-water
lake which existed thousands of
years ago. It covered some 20,000
square miles, in what is now Utah
as well as parts of Idaho and Neva-
da. In places it was as much as
1,000 feet deep. As the temperature
rose and rainfall decreased, with the
withdrawal of the glaciers that had
