Care of Cat’s Teeth

| at regular intervals, in some cases
as often as two or three times a
year, Veterinarians say it is some-

| teeth of cats suffering from chronic
dental infections, especially if their
teeth have been neglected for sev-
eral years. Marked improvement
in general health, with probable ex-
tension of life, has been noted in
many cats having all their teeth

Nnmbey of Constellations

Before 1930 there was some con-
fusion about the number of constel-
lations and their exact beundaries,
but in that year the International
Astronomical Union officially de-
fined them and set their number at
88, Of these, 48 go back to ancient
times. They include such familiar
ones as Orion, Perseus, Cassiopeia,
the twins, the lion, the great and
small bears, the bull, the swan,
etc. The others have been added
mostly since 1600. Some of the
modern constellations were adopted
to fill in the far southern sky, not
visible from countries in southern
Europe and Asia where the older
names probably originated. Others
were given to areas ia the north-
ern sky containing only faint stars,
with which the ancients had oot
bothered.
