Vitamin B2 Said Killer
0f Cancer-Causing Agent

BOSTON, Mass. — The discovery
that large dosages of Vitamin B2
sometimes can destroy certain can-
ser-causing agents in animals was
reported by the Americar Chemical
Society.

The announcement was based on
a report by two Rutgers University
sclentists, Dr. James B, Allison and
his assistant, Arthur W. Wase. Their
experiments have been conducted
on rats and were begun to deter-
mine how the toxlcity, or poison,
of carcinogens (cancer - causing
agents) can be eliminated.

Use Feor Lignin

Proof that Lignin, the paper in-
dustry's most troublesome waste
product, is an excellent reinforcing
agent for natural, nitrile, and neo-
prene rubber, as well as for GR-S,
the general purpose synthetic, was
offered at the closing session of the
spring meeting of the American

Chemical Society's Division of Rub- |

ber Chemistry, Nitrile and neoprene
are two of the major types of syn-
thetic rubber. Added to natural rub-
ber in proportions of 50 to 100
pounds per 100 pounds of rubber,
lignin was found to give higher
tensile strengths than any other
pigment at the same volumes, i
cluding carbon black.

Berlin ‘Free University’
Has Seen Steady Growth

A ‘free university’ opened in the
U.S. sector of Berlin in 1948 as »
counter-measure against Russiar
dominated Under-den Linden uni
versity, has grown in student enroll
ments from 2200 students to 5,00
today.

Twenty per cent of the students
are sons and daughters of laborers
and a quarter of the student body
is comprised of women, a percent
age that would have been incon
ceivable in pre-war Germany.

When the western powers entered
Berlin in 1945 they discovered that
the Russians, who had arrived some
months earlier, had already begun
reorganization of Berlin university
along Soviet lines, The U.S. educa-
tipn representative at that time pro
posed that the university should be
properly placed under control of the
Berlin city government so that al
four occupation powers would share
control of the school. This was
blocked by a Russian veto and the
university opened in 1946 under
Russian control. Communist profes
sors were installed in key positions
and the University was flooded with
student party-liners.

When the majority of the students
resisted Communist pressure, more
direct methods were applied, six
students - were arrested and kid-
napped in the spring of 1947. It was
then that the Berlin city authorities
decided to open a new free univer-
sity in the western sectors of Berlin.

Today 42 per cent of the students
in the new University are refugees
from the Soviet zone, nearly half
of the remaining students are from
west Berlin with 5 per cent coming

New Type of ‘Blood Bank’
Preserves Blood Vessels

Doctors have established a new | Pay is a patriotic holiday.

type of “bank' which collects and
preserves human blood vessels.
The first such bank has been es-

| tablished at New York Hospital,
| Cornell Medical Center and Belle-

vue Hospital, part of the New York
University-Bellevue Medical Cen-
ter.

Desirability of such a bank be-
came apparent with the develop-
ment of new techniques of cardio-
vascular surgery in which normal

| blood vessel grafts from deceased

persons are transplanted to patients
with diseased or abnormal vessels.

The use of blood vessel grafts is
already well recognized in surgical

| treatment of patients suffering from

constriction of the main artery of
the heart, maligndnt conditions

| necessitating the sacrifice of a vital

blood vessel, and aneurysms, a di-
lation of the walls of an artery re-
sulting in the formation of a blood-
filled sac.

Dr. Robert E. Gross of Boston is
believed to be the first to success-
fully use blood vessel grafts as
early as 1948, He preserved sec-
tions of vessels for future use but
on a small scale.

The New York bank, on the other
hand, draws its supply from all
available New York hospitals. It
was established in July, 1949,

Watch Your Eyesight!

Country cousins, in the main, have
better eyesight than city folks, the
Better Vision Institute reports.
Many of them should consider them-
selves remarkably fortunate—for
they often take foolhardy risks with
their vision. In their day-to-day du-
ties, farm people expose their eye-
sight to dangers to which no able
factory supervisor would consider
subjecting his workers. They often
“make hay while the sun shines"”
without wearing sun glasses. And
they frequently neglect to wear pro-
tective goggles when engaged In
repairing farm machinery, sharp-
ening tools, welding, plowing and
threshing in dust, and similar ac-
tivities—sometimes with tragic re-
sults, Further, many people in
rural areas skip periodic eyesight
examinations because of the time
and travel involved. Such exami-
nations are vitally important In
eyesight conservation,

The high nutritive value of rice as
a daily diet is adequately attested
by the survival of hundreds of
Americans who fell prisoners to the
Japanese during those grim days
of 1942. Through more than three
and a half years of imprisonment,
these soldiers and sailors were sub-
jected to Nipponese brutalily, were
worked unmercifully, and yet their
diet consisted of no more than
three, or sometimes as little as two
small bowls of rice per day. Oc-
casionally, it is true, this diet was
augmented by a thin broth, and per-
haps a little black bread—but, al-
ways, there was rice. And it was
small

rice, even in incredibly
quantities which sustained their
strength under brutal, slave-work
conditions.

26 inch refracting telescope was
rained on the Pleiades group for
routine photographic recording of
star movements,

Middle Ages Were Times
Young Hearts Were Gay

Note to grimy little boys: The
kids in the Middle Ages had all the
breaks. Knights in gleaming armor,
exciting tournaments to watch,
swordsmen with flaming blades,
thrilling archery contests, and best
of all—there was practically ne
soap. And to make a good situation
better, bathtubs were almost un.
known,

In modern times, the situation has
taken a drastic turn. The United
States manufactures enough soap to
provide every person in the country
with 25 pounds a year and the bath.
tub business has been booming ever
since the 1900's,

The enclyopedist report that the
common bar of soap has a history
which dates back to ancient times,
though there is much controversy
as to the origin of soap. One theory
is that the ashes and fatty remains
of animals, burned as sacrifices by
the Hebrews, were scraped from the
altars and found to have cleansing
properties.

Another historical clue is found in
reports of a Roman festival which
was celebrated by burning thou-
sands of candles. The candle drip-
pings ran down the side of a hill,
picking up ashes and forming a clay
on the banks of the Tiber. The Ro-
mans went to this area to wash
their clothes because the water at
this point seemed to loosen dirt
more easily. However, there is no
concrete evidence that they realized
the significance of the candle drip-
pings.

Helicopter May Succeed
Faithful Old Army Mule

An “angel” with a whirling halo
watches over the G.L's fighting in
Korea.

In ridiculous denial of the law of
gravity, by a sort of thrashing, clat-
tering magic, the helicopter may be
rewriting the future of army mobil-
ity in combat.

“Windmill , . . eggbeater . . .
puddle-jumping pogo stick,” fight
ing men call it. There are other in-
discriminate names ranging from
“Hellico Peters"” to ‘“‘the infuriated
palm tree.”

But literally bundreds of lives
have been saved by the ungainly
helicopter, serving as a jack-of-all-
duty throughout the combat zone.
Less than a dozen years after the
first such contraption wobbled into
the air in this country, the Army,
Navy and Alr Force can now say:

‘““We have a flying jeep and a fly-
ing 2%-ton truck. We are working
on a flying boxcar and a flying
crane. None of these will need roads
or airfields. They can land any-
Where, fly in any direction or stand
stock-still in mid-air. Helicopters
are tomorrow’s flying mule trains."

The helicopters being used in Ko-
rea are mainly of the ““flying jeep”
size. With their ald, hundreds of
badly wounded soldiers, fliers
downed in enemy territory, and en-
circled troops or patrols scouting
behind enemy lines have been
snatched to safety straight up into
the skies. For ambulance service,
alone, helicopters have won the
name of guardian angel in Korea.

Cotton Crops Slump
The 1950 cotton crop in the United

States was 9,884,000 bales. This was |

the sixth smallest crop since 1920,
The carry-over of cotton stocks on
August 1, the beginning of the cot-
ton marketing year, was estimated
at 6.8 million bales. The total 1950
production plus the carry-over, and
the cotton which will be imported
will make a supply of about 16.9
million bales for the 1950-51 market-
ing season. The supply for the 1949-
50 season was about 21.5 million
bales. Dr. M. C. Rochester, leadgr,
Clemson Agricultural Economics
Extension Work, in a recent state-
ment says: ‘‘The demand for the
relatively small 1950 cotton crop
continues strong. The consumption
of cotton by domestic mills from
August 1, 1950 through February 3
was 5,445,299 bales compared with
4,333,046 during the same period
last season. A total of 3,496,000
bales has been allocated for export.
Total exports for the six months,
August through January this sea-
son, were 2,149,000 bales compared
with 2,415,000 bales in the same
period last year.

Traffic Fatalities

Only 14 states reported greater
traffic fatalities for the year 1048,
A year ago 32 states boasted fewer
deaths in 1949, nearly seven times
the roster of ‘‘honor states” for
1850. In 1948, 23 states had fewer
deaths; in 1947 there were 31, and
in 1946—the first full year of un-
restricted motor travel following
World War Il—there were two.
Twenty-two states reported more
deaths in 1948, he said, 17 in 1947
and 45 in 1946, Traffic fatalities in
the nation rose to 35,000 from 31,500
in 1949, an 11 per cent increase for
1950 which compares with a two
per cent drop In the previous year,
according to National Safety Coun-
cil statistics, The 1950 rise was
the largest for any year since 1946,
when an increase of 5,335 occurred.

'Peaks Got Named, Ronamed
For Better and for Worse

Chomolungma-—have you ever
heard of it? It's just the highest
known mountain in the world—
that's all.

Proposals now being put forth in
Asia that Chomolungma should be
called by that name and no other,
bring into focus the unpredictable
way some of the world's loftiest
summits get named—and renamed,
or unnamed, observes the National
Geographic Society.

Far from an exciting new name,
Chomolungma is distintcly *“‘old
hat" to geographers. They know
mountains not only by their current
designations, but also by the one or
more native names they bore origi-
nally, to say nothing of the various
aliases some peaks have carried in
between. It was long ago that
Tibet's cloistered lamas gazed up-
ward from their sequestered valley
to contemplate the height of heights
which closed them in. They called
it Chomolungma—Goddess Mother
of the World.

Mt. Everest is the giant’s name
to the Western World. It is, in fact,
| one of the few names of Western
| origin that has stuck through the
| thick and thin of 20th century
| change to any of the many Asian
| erests that are higher than the
| highest other continents can boast.
The name Everest was chosen in a
casual sort of way.

British surveyors in India a cen-
tury ago didn't know the native
name of the majestic massif on the
Tibet-Nepal border whose pinnacle
| they viewed through their transits
| from afar, Charting it as Peak XV,
they so knew it in 1852 when their
calculations showed it to be 29,002
feet—the tallest of the tall.

Years passed, yet they still failed
to find for it any native name such
as the neighboring big peaks
seemed to have,

Claim Super Vacuum Bottle
Tops All Predecessors

A "super vacuum bottle” that
can hold the world's coldest liquid
15 times longer than the best con-
tainer previously available has
been developed at the Westinghouse
Research Laboratories.

Dr, Aaron Wexler, head of West-
inghouse low-temperature studies,
revealed perfection of a “‘vacuum
bottle” that will hold four galloms
of liquid helium—with a tempera-
ture of only eight degrees above
absolute zero—for 100 days. The
best container previously known
was able to retain a similar quan-
tity of liquid for about a week.

Liquid helium is widely used by
scientists In studies of materials
at supercold temperatures and in
some phases of atomic energy de-
velopment.

Dr. Wexler announced the new
device at a Symposium on Low
Temperature Physics held at the
U.S. Bureau of Standards. He col-
laborated in its design and con-
struction with Howard S. Jacket
s the Hofman Laboratories, Inc.,
Vewark, N.J.

Greatest Earthquake

Probably the greatest earthquake
occurred on August 15, 1950 in As-
sam, India, north of the Bay of
Bengal and Calcutta, and near the
border of Tibet. At least, the great-
est since accurate instrumental ob-
servation of earthquakes begain in
the latter par tof the 19th century.
It is difficult to judge with any
precision the intensity of quakes
that occurred in earlier times,
Prior to 1950, the one that oc-
curred in Assam on June 12, 1897
was considered the most violent in
known history. This was destruc-
tive over 150,000 square miles and
was felt over 1,750,000 square miles.
An area of 9,000 square miles suf-
fered complete destruction and
1542 people were killed. Studies are
now being made to secure com-
parable data for the 1950 Assam
quake.

TV Takes To Air

Television is about to be put to a
new and fascinating use at Wright-
Patterson Air Force Base in Day-
ton, Ohio, where TV cameras will
soon replace test pilots in extra
hazardous flight tests involving
supersonic aircraft. The cameras,
operated from the safety of the
ground, are expected to collect per-
formance data never before obtain-
able, because no human lives will
be at stake. Although supersonic
aircraft test pilots take plenty of
risks, they have never been asked
to send their planes to the limit
