Some $117,000,000 in ne.w postal 

revenues is anticipated from

There is no change in first 
class or airmail rates.

Parcel post rates, which went 
up an average 25 per cent Oct. 1, 
are not subject to further change.

Second class rates which apply 
to periodicals such as newspapers 
and magazines start rising April 
1 except where there is within- 
county free delivery of news­
papers. These rates will go up 
10 per cent April I and will be
