A long range battle plan against 

r.impaging polio was outlined 
Wednesday by the State Depart­
ment of Health.

State Health Officer Geo. W. 
Co« recommended these eight 
points of action in combatting 
the disease which this year Is 
striking harder at Texas than at 
any other part of the nation;

1. Spot spray insect breeding 
places after they have been clean­
ed up and destroyed. Spraying 
mdiscrimiitently might kill a few 
insects on the wing, but it won't 
do the Job. It might kill valu­
able plants and create a false 
sense of security.

2. Get rid of animal shelters 
in urban areas. They cannot be 
kept clean and consequently cre­
ate a health hazard as fly breed­
ers.

3. Get rid of dump piles, tin 
cans, old tires, and accumulated 
debris which breed flies and mos- 
qur.oes and provide harborage
(or rates.

4 Provide a properly operated 
sewage system, and get nd of 
all surface toilets. Dr. Cox be­
lieves surface toilets constitute 
one of the major health hazards 
(acing Texas.

1 Provide a source of pure 
water.

6 Protect fooil supplies in 
whol<*salc business houses, retail 
.'•hops, and in pri'^ate homes.

7 .Maxe regular inspections of 
all premises to see that no pos- 
obility exists for fly breeding. 
1( you have (lies, somebody is 
maintaining a breeding spot.

8 Garbage should be placed in 
(I> tight garbage cans until time 
\,t disposal. Tubs, boxes, bdless 
zarbage cans etc., are o( no 
value.

He urged each home owner to 
aisume,responsibility (or keeping 
hi.‘ property clean inside and 
out. This will help protect you 
und your neighbor. More people 
have been struck down by polio 
this year than ever before.

He said it takes months and 
months to clean up a citv, and 
that it “ takes forever to keep it 
that way.'* The program must 
be continuous. “ It will take from 
one to five years to really clean 
up our larger cities.”  Cox said.

'This is the same program we 
have fololwed and published for 
the past ten year. People have 
got to get over the notion that 
SPRAYING ALONE will keep 
their city fly-free," Dr. Cox de­
clared. “The only way to kill 
flies is to do it methodically, 
block by block, by eliminating 
their breeding places."

“ Tehy carry many diseases— 
diarrhea, typhoid fever, cholera, 
trachoma, just to mention a few. 
I firmly believe that if this 8- 
point program is invoked, we'll 
fee a lessening of polio inci­
dence in the future.”  ^

Local people should read the 
above program and sincerely try 
to carry it out. A hap-hazard 
clean-up amounts to nothing ex­
cept waste and expense, as a 
preventative.

Austin, Texas, June 23—The 
Air Force is trying to contact 43 
air reservists in the Childress 
area to bring their military re­
cords up to date.

WHAT CXINSERVATION 
PAYMENTS ACCOMPU8H

Conservation payments in 1950 
averaged 38 cents an acre for all 
land operated by the two and 
one-half million fanners who par 
ticipated in the Agricultural Con­
servation Program.

How much conservation can 
you gel for 36 cents? Well, in 
1950, it helped improve 12 mil­
lion acres of land for increeaed 
conservation results from grasses 
and legumes, through the use of 
lime. Twenty-two million acres 
were similarly improved through 
the use of phosphate. In addi­
tion to the permanent and rota­
tion pastures and hay lands so 
improved, fanners also were 
aided in growing 18 million acres 
of soil protecting and soil im­
proving cover and green manure 
crops.

That 36 cents an acre helped 
build 75,000 miles of terrace*. 
37,000 dams for erosion control, 
and 53,000 dams and reservoirs to 
provide livestock watering fa­
cilities on nearly 9 million acres 
of range and pasture land.

That 36 rents also was an in­
centive to cause farmers to adopt 
contour farming practices on 5 
million acres of cropland, to im­
prove more than 8 million acres 
of pasture and range land, and to 
plant 118,000 acres of trees.

A total of more than 80 differ­
ent practices were applied to 
conserve soil and water re­
sources on half of the nation's 
farms.

Conservation payments provide 
only a part of the cost of estab­
lishing these practices. A survey 
of 20 major ACP practices carri­
ed on under the 1951 program 
shows that nearly two-thirds (64 
per cent) of the total cost of 
carrying out the practices was 
borne by the farmer. The other 
3 per cent was provided through ] 
ACP payments. Farmers, in 
other words, spent about two 
dollars for each dollar the gov­
ernment furnished to put conser­
vation on their land.

“ Would farmers continue to 
apply these conservation meas­
ures if the government did not 
provide incentive payments?” In 
1948 when ACP funds were lim­
ited to $150 million, compared 
with about $380 million in pre­
vious years, consen’ation prac­
tices' dropped sharply. The to­
tal use of limestone dropped from 
29 million tons in 1947 to 22 
million in 1948, and the use of 
phosphate from 14 1-2 million
tons to 10 3-4 million tons. Con­
tour farming of intertilled crops 
encouraged by the program drop­
ped from nvjre than 6 1-4 million 
acres in 1947 to around 2 1-2 
million acres in 1948. Thirty six 
cents, of course, would not go 
very far in treating an individual 
acre of land. But an average of 
36 cents an acre for all the land 
in their farms did go a long way 
tc help and encourage 2 1-2
million farmers in 1950 to protect 
and improve their land. It pro­
vided a means to concentrate on 
practices which would do the 
most to insure continued pro­
duction. The added fertility, 
moisture, and, organic matter re­
sulting from practices encourag-^ 
ed by the program mean more 
bushels, tons, and bales of the 
food, feed and fiber needed most.

Cap Rod Soil 
(onservalloii 
DisIrktNows

Several farmers in the Cap 
Rock Soil Conservation District 
have shown interest lately in 
establishing permanent irrigated 
pastures. If anyone is interested 
in this, it is not too early to be 
thinking about and planning the 
pasture, although the seed will 
not be planted until August.

Some people believe that these 
(lastures are miracle performers, 
and with little if any help will 
graze from 1 to 4 animal units 
to tne acre. Nothing could be 
fartlier from the truth. These 
irrigated pasturbs need care just 
like any other crop. They must 
have water and management if 
they are to produce their maxi­
mum. It is practically a rr<)uire- 
ment that these pastures must 
have water every two weeks.

It IS' also practically a must 
that cattle not be allowed to gr-ize 
a pasture that is wet. To pre­
vent this, most operators cross 
fence their pastu:es, allowing the 
cattle to graze m one part while 
the other is being watered.

There are several grasses that 
respond well to irrigation in the 
Cap Rock SCD. Among these 
are Kentucky 31 fescue, orchard 
grass and smooth biome. These 
grasses produce abundant forage 
high in protein.

The usual period of grazing to 
be expected is from about March 
or April until frost, with the 
heaviest production occuring from 
May or June until late summer. 
This will vary with the season. 
Anyone interested can secure 
more information and assistance 
from the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice personnel at Silverton.
