The number of acres o f wheat 
irrigated or dry-land, which w ill 
be harvested in Briscoe County 
this year is not available, due 
to the fact we no longer em­
ploy a County Agent to compile 
and keep a record of this part of 
our farm activity. Last year 
approximately 80,000 acres were 
soared to wheat and about 65,000 
to 70,000 acres, harvested. The 
dry weather conditions ’ w ill 
greatly curtail these figures for 
1993— CXir guess, less than 10 
per cent.
