Authorized by

Effective June 1, the American
Red Cross has been authorized
by the Departments of the Army
and Air Force, to eflay through
their rapid communications, death
messages involving immediate
families of overseas servicemen
of these two branches, Mrs. C.
O. Allard, home service chair-
men, Briscoe County Chapter,
announced today.

Formerly, the Red Cross could
send death messages to service-
men via these rapid facilities
only if leave for the serivceman,
which the family had requested,
was denied.

Provision has also been made
that all of these death notifica-
tions contain complete informa-
tion as to the time and cause of
death, welfare of the remaining
family, whether leave is being
requested, and any other rele-
vant facts. Whenever possible,
the message is given in person
to the serviceman by the Red
Cross field director at his base,
to help him meet the shock of
distressing news.

Since November, 1950, the
Army and Air Force have al-
lowed the transmittal of birth
messages by rapid transit, but
these messages do not have pri-
ority. The Navy makes its rapid
communications system directly
available to Navy, Marine, and
Coast Guard families for send-
ing emergency communications,
as well as birth messages for its
overseas personnel.

Reporting and communications
service is a charter responsibi-
lity of the American Red Cross,
Mrs. Allard says. The Red Cross
provides the link between service
men and their families when
regular communication facilities
fail, helping to reestablish direct
contact, and to provide counsel
whenever it is needed. Red Cross
furnisnes specific information
when requested by the military.

To carry out this responsibility
Red Cross Home Service main-
tains 24-hour coverage, thus in-
suring prmpt assistance with re-
ports and requests for reports in
urgent situations involving ser-
vicemen and their families.

Mrs. Allard pointed out that
cne of the most misunderstood
phases of Red Cross is its inabi-
ity to grant emergency leaves to
servicemen. This prerogative
rests solely with the military.
When requested by a soldier’s
commanding officer to verify
certain facts, the Red Cross can
use its vast network of chapters
and field directors to obtain neces
sary information, but the deci-
sion whether or not leave is to
be granted must be made by the
commanding officer.

Recent Army and Air Force
rulings now allow emergency
leave to a serviceman whose wife

family requests leave. For deaths
of other members of his family,
however, it must be established
that additional problems exist in
the home which only his presence
can alleviate.

As part of its Home Service
program, the Red Cross can also
help establish the facts when
there is serious illness in a ser-
viceman’s family and an emer-
gency exists requiring his pres-
ence at home. This reporting
service also covers emergency
family situations requiring the
serviceman to be home for more
than the normal 30-day leave
period, when he is requesting
reassignment and deferment from
overseas service, or discharge for
dependency or hardship. In these
latter situations, however, the

serviceman himself normally must
first apply.
