PresidenI Geb 
Droulh Measure 
On Monday

The House and Senate Monday 
approved and sent to the White 
House elgislation providing a 
multi-million dollar loan and sub­
sidy program for the drouth- 
stricken Southwest, according to 
dispatches out of Washington.

President Eisenhower was ex­
pected to sign it without delay.

The measure makes $1S mil­
lion available immediately. It 
also authorizes unlimited appro­
priations to supplement that 
fund.

Chairman Clifford R. Hope (R - 
Kans.) of the House Agriculture 
committee, told the house the ad­
ministration “ very soon”  will ask 
Congress to appropriate addition­
al funds.

Some farm state congress'men 
have estimated the program will 
require $100 million to $200 mil­
lion additional funds.

The bill authorizes the govern­
ment to subsidize low-cost feed 
and seed in “ disaster areas”  and 
set up a vast government credit 
program. It also seeks to count­
eract the effects of forced sales 
in the drouth area by making 
special government loans avail­
able to livestock producers any­
where in the United States who 
may be suffering from “ econo­
mic disaster.”
Loans under the program would 

be available for two years at 
five per cent interest. Those eli­
gible are producers and feeders 
of cattle, sheep, and goats, ex­
clusive of feed lot operators, who 
can not get credit elsewhere.

It was disclosed that Secretary 
of Agriculture Ezra T. Benson has 
changed the rules governing fed­
eral controls on wheat to allow 
drouth-stricken Southwest farm­
ers to plant as much as they 
want for livestock feed or as pas­
ture cover for their par.?hed 
fields.

The measure was signed just 24 
hours after Congress completed 
action on it.

WASHINGTON. D. C.—Follow­
ing two court decisions, the post 
office department has reversed 
its position, in part, as to what 
constitutes' “ consideration”  in a 
lottery.

ment of money for the purchase 
of merchandise, chance or ad­
mission ticket, or as payment on 
an account, or requires an ex­
penditure of substantial effort or 
time.

“On the other hand, if it is 
required merely that one’s name 
be registered at a store in order 
to be eligible for the prizb, con­
sideration is not deemed to be 
present.”

LArAYETTK. lnd.-Thra« scien­
tists at Purdue University believe 
they are hot on the trail of a prac­
tical way to save farmers, grocers 
and bouaewlvea some of the mil­
lions dollars they lose annually 
through spoilage of fruits and veg­
etables.

The research team reports that 
rot and mold losses have been re­
duced as much as 75 per cent ui 
peaches and strawberries exposed 
to the vapors of two volatible 
chemicals.

In one of the team's experi­
ments. a quantity of fruit was in 
oculated with rot-producing mate­
rial. Half the fruit was treated 
with the chemicals and then botli 
batches were put in cold storag" 
for nine days. After removal, the 
fruit was held 24 hours at room 
temperature before comparison.

Of the untreated fruit 58 per 
cent was found to have been dam­
aged. as compared with 6 per cent 
of the treated fruit.

Local farmers and ranchers 
gathered at the court house Fri­
day night for the purpose of dis­
cussing “ cloud seeding” and what 
effect it has on weather con­
ditions in Briscoe County.

Quite a bit. of discussion was 
carried out during the early 
stages of the gathering, with the 
most noise favoring a discon­
tinuation of the “ seeding" pro­
ject; and out of these discussions 
It was decided to send a com­
mittee of men to .\marillo to 
discus.s the subject with the 
governors in their gathering there 
with Uic President on Saturday. 
They went and delivered their 

j  message and hope something 
I may develop out of tlic discus- 
' sions to give authority for a 
ban on cloud seeding, cloud bust­
ing, or what ever it is that 
comes out of such operaUons.

Hail Prevention Nut Cause of 
Drouth Says Top Pilot

Members of the hail preven­
tion association arrived at the 
farmer-rancher gathering during 
their session and their top flyer 
made a talk on how and what 
they were attempting to do. 
In brief his discussions could be 
summed up in about these words:

Hail prevention has' not been 
responsible in any why for the 
dry spell that is reaching into 
this territory.

That’s the answer of Pilot Lee 
Rawlings to complaints of farm­
ers against the hail prevention 
program.

Rawlings is chief pilot for the 
hail prevention program and has 
complete scores' of missions to 
investigate cloud formations.

“ Seeding clouds does not break 
up clouds nor prevent clouds 
from raining in any way,”  he 
told his audience here Friday 
evening. “ We won’t attempt to 
argue the issue with anyone, but 
we can prove it to any one who 
will make a trip with us to seed 
a cloud.”

Many farmers have blamed 
hail prevention for the drouth 
that has prevailed here since 
early 1952.

But Rawlings reported that 
the hail prevention program is 
an “ open book.” for any farmer 
or critic to investigate from cover 
to cover. "The hail prevention 
association is a non-profit orga­
nization, formed by the farmers 
of Hale and Floyd county and 
chartered under the state laws 
of Texas,”  he explained. “ Its 
purpose is to promote and de­
velop hail prevention. It is un- 
aer the management of Scholar­
ship House.

Rawlings said that it is only 
natural for farmers to become 
suspicious when they see promis­
ing ram clouds mysteriously 
break up and disappear. “ Our 
planes check most of the cloud-s 
and naturally the unusual action 
of the clouds puts us under sus­
picion,”  he said. “ Actually, we 
have seeded only one out of 
every five clouds we have in­
spected until the past few days.”

He extended an invitation to 
farmers to ride with him or 
one of his pilots any time to 
actually observe for themselves 
and make up their minds about 
hail prevention and its relation­
ship to actually breaking up 
clouds. “ We can’t prove to any 
body on one trip that our pro­
gram will prevent hail; only 
time can prove that; but we can 
prove in one trip that we do 
not break up clouds in any 
way.”
