Bollworm infestations of ced- 
ton in the county are still bad 
but there seems to be some let 
lip in most fields. We are now 
seeing the damage that can be 
caused by the worms after they 
have gotten partly grown and 
are injuring the large bolls and 
squares. The time for control 
of these insects is during the 
first week they are hatched and 
are on the top terminal of the 
plant. Afterwards they are very 
hard to kill, but extremely cloae 
watch should be kept to see 
when the next hatch of eggs are 
being laid by the moth or miller 
and the small worms are being 
hatched out.

Poisoning should begin imme­
diately when 4 or 5 young worms 
are found in the top terminals 
of 100 plants regardless of the 
beneficial insects present. A  sec­
ond application should be ap­
plied in 5 or 6 days in nvost aU 
cases. A third application may 
be needed.

Leaf-worms have been noted in 
most fields reports County Agent 
Robert M. Ledbetter. 'These 
should be watched closely and 
when a good number of leaves 
are pitted with small holes pois­
oning .should begin.

The l>'gus bug has been found 
in some fields. These bugs can 
cause terrific damage in fields, 
especially ones close lo alfalfa. 
When alfalfa is cut. the first IE 
rows of cotton next to it should 
be sprayed. This will stop them 
from moving over tn the cotton.

A ll these three bugs can be 
controlled best with a 2 to 1 
mixture of toxaphene and DDT. 
A half gallon per acre should be 
used.

Tennessee Town 
Owns His Home

NORRIS, Tenn.—Everyonf in the 
town of Norris—population 1,200— 
owns his home, there are no delin­
quent taxpayers, and there's no 
landed indebtedness.

That's an astonishing record, 
even for a model conrununity.

Five years ago Henry David Ep­
stein a young Philadelphia real 
estate dealer, payed $2,107,500 for 
the town. For his money Epstein 
got 341 dwellings, a few scattered 
buildings, a schoolhouse, and 1.284 
acres of land.

He announced that everyone 
would have a chance to buy their 
own homes and the town plan was 
to become the finest model com­
munity in the United States.

Mayor R. G. Crossno reports 
that Epstein got back his original 
investment from sale of the dwell­
ings. the schoolhouse, and some 
lots. Prices paid for the houses 
ranged from $4,700 to the $14„500 
the mayor paid for his three-bed­
room house.

The town has one policeman and 
only four other full-time employees 
— a clerk - manager, two firemen 
and a water-system manager.

There has ^ en  only one major 
crime—a killing—in the town his­
tory. Last year the policeman 
made only 11 arrests.

The townspeople are so civic 
minded they once demanded that 
the City Council raise the tax rate 
to repair the streets.
