The Social Security Adminis­
tration encounters tw o m ajor 
problems in posting the individ­
ual wage record accounts of rpore 
than 60 million employees each 
calendai quarter,* according to J . 
R. Sanderson, M anager of the 
Social Security Field Office in 
Amarillo. One of these is the 
leceipt of tax returns w ith m iss­
ing social security num bers; the 
other is tax returns bearing in­
correct numbers.

Most of the incorrect num bers 
result, probably, from failure of 
{emalc employees to notify the 
Social Security Adm inistration of 
fhange of name due to m arriage 
or divorce. In case of a name 
change, the w orker should ask 
the local field office to issue a 
duplicate social security cuid. 
showing the new name and the 
same old number. Until this is 

I done, any wages earned should be 
reported under the old name.

Persons desiring a social se­
curity card because of a change 
in name should address their 
request to the Amarillo office, 
enclosing their old card. Inclu­
sion of the old card will enable 
the field office to give re tu rn - 
mail service to such requests, 
Sanderson said.

If the employee allows each 
new employer to copy his name 
end num ber directly form  his 
r.ird, both problems of incoorrect 
and missing num bers w ill be 
solved.

f'hicago.—W estern railroads re ­
cently agreed to extend fu rth e r 
aid to the drouth stricken live­
stock industry of the southwest.

H arry C. Barron, chairm an of 
the executive committee of the 

j Western Traffic Association, an - I nounced that the western lines 
' would—

1. Reduce freight rates 50 per 
! cent on hay shipped from  west- 
I cm  territo ry  to the drouth areas 
' of Missouri and other southw est­
ern states,

2. G rant a fu rthe r extension, 
I to November 16, of the 50 per 
j  cent reduction made effective 
, last Ju ly  1 on livestock feed in
general from western te rrito ry  

I to the drouth areas.
I Barron said these actions w ere 
taken at the urgent request of 
Secretary of .Agriculture Benson 

I and officials of the drouth states.
He explained tha t while hay 

I was included in the commodities 
g>-anW half rates since Ju ly  1, 

I it developc-d that modification of 
: billing regulations was advisable 
jt.a enable hay .-ihipments to lake 
I advantage of the reductions as 
' readily as shipment.s nf other h-ed 
I 'tuffs.
i He said the Ju ly  1 rate  reduc- 
' tioms w ?re on as broad a basis as 
. V'as then deemed necessary.

A ta riff remedying the w tua- 
I tion. to become effective October 
I 17, was today forwarded to Wash 
ington for filing with the In ter­
state Commerce Commission, 
Barron .said.

I The principal movement of hay 
, is expected to be from South 
Dakota, innesota and Wisconsin 
and other states in which surplus 
have been reported.

"W hile corn, wheat, oats, cot­
ton vecd meal, etc. have moved 
in heavy volume under the relief 
rates,” Barron said, “there has 
been little hay movement.

"Rate reductions on traffic  ac­
tually moved to drouth areas 
ahve aggregated more than  $4,- 
000,000 since Ju ly  1. T he sav­
ings to thedistressed livestock 
industry are currently  am ounting 
to more than 4 quarte r million 
dollars a week.

"In addition, livestock produc­
ers have been granted free re* 
tu rn  m ovement of the ir herds to  
drouth areas •from which they 
have been shipped for pasturage 
and feeding. ”
