Memphis, Nov. 1 (Special)— 
The unpaved gap in the high­

way between Memphis and Sili 
verton will be hard surfaced 
within a year. That was the 
a.'Surance given -a group from this 
area, when they met with the 
Texas Highway Commission at 
Austin last week.

The group also was told that 
the highway will be given a con­
tinuous number from the Okla­
homa line to the New Mexico 
line. At present, the highway 
bears the numbers, US 62, State 
256, State 86, and US 60.

The unpaved stretch is more 
than nine miles long. When com­
pleted, it will be part of an all- 
weather transcontinental highway, 
co.nnecting Oklahoma City, Hol­
lis, Okla., Memphis, the scenic 
Cap Rock Country, Silverton, 
Tulia, Dimmitt, Bovina, and Clo­
vis, New Mexico.

The unpaved gap is in Briscoe 
County, west of a new $200,000 
concrete bridge across the Prairie 
Deg Fork of Red River.

The appointment of the 27-year

■ird, assistnat district attorneys, 
left the office about a month 
ago. Robinson said yesterday he 
had not yet selcxrted an assistant 
to fill the second vacancy.

In a long distance telephone 
conversation. Hamilton told The 
Daily News he hopes to be here 
Friday but may be delayed by a 
civil lawsuit in which he is en­
raged at Claremont. He said he 
has formally accepted the job 
here anc) resigned from the of­
fice of Cent County attorney.

Han on is the son of Mr. ang 
Mrs. V. D. Hamilton of Quitaque. 
He attended Quitaque High 
School but quit at the age of 17 
to join the Marine Corps'. He 
Served with the First Marine 
Regiment in the Pacific during 
World War II and participated 
in the Okinawa canmpaign.

After the war, Hamilton came 
hPtne and completed his' educa­
tion, receiving his degree in law 
from Baylor University Law 
School in the Summer of 1950. 
He engaged in the practice of law 
in Briscoe County then moved 
to Clairmont in Kent County.

He was appointed Kent County 
attorney in 1951 and was elected 
to the office in 1052.

The arrival of the new district 
attorney here will bring together 
iwo marine veterans who had 
not been acquainted with each 
other until Hamilton formally 
applied for his new jdb.
