conditioning the soil to soak up 
rainfall or at least slow the run­
off rate

Soils can be ‘ proofed”  against 
erosion losaei. he la.vs. by pro­
viding a green blanxet of protec­
tion. That blanket can be made 
of any closely woven cover of 
rrowmg such as oats, winter pees 
or one nf the other adapted le­
gumes Or if you do not pre­
fer to plant legume, any com­
pact growing crop like rye. ber- 
ley or wheat will prmnde weath­
erproofing against da-Tvaging ero­
sion, Thornton adds. ,

FeW' people question the value 
cf weatherproofing the soil in 
the long run. but some ask if it : 
will pay off next year

The arjwer, points out Thorn­
ton, comes from records kept by , 
extension service demonstrators  ̂
in all sections of the state. Cem ' 
following fertilized legumes pro- | 
duced 36 bushels an acre against J 
18 bushels where com  did not 
foUow fertilized legumes. This 
same method of farming showed 
the folic wing year a per acre in­
crease of 71 percent for cotton, 
63 percent for grfin sorghum, 56 I 
percent for wheat, 65 percent for 
oats and 129 percent for sweet 
potatoes.

Thornton suggests you see your 
county agricultural agent about 
weatherproofing the soil. He can 
help select the right winter cover 
crop and profier fertilizer for 
weaving a blanket of green on 
your farm.

“ 1. The nearest military in­
stallation, highway patrol officer, 
sheriff, forest ranger, or other 
law enforcement official should 
be notified without delay.

“ 2. Location of the observation 
should be given as accurately as 
possible in relation to known 
landmarks (roads or towns).

“ 3. The condition of the air­
craft (exploded, burned, good 
condition, etc.), the number and 
condition of personnel aboard, 
the name of the person making 
the report, or charge at the crash 
location, and other pertinent in­
formation.

“ Your cooperation is vitally 
needed and will be more than ap­
preciated.”
