Briscoe county lies between the 
34th and 3Sth degrees of latitude, 
and is about 3400 feet above sea 
level. Lines drawn, at right ang­
les east and west, north and south 
show Briscoe to be almost exactly 
In the center of the Panhandle. 
It is watered by a number of 
small creeks running in the can­
yons and emptying into Red 
River. The general topography 
of the county is a broken plateau, 
beautiful level plains alternating 
with canyons or brakes as they 
are called. Some of the most 
subline and magnificient scenery 
anywhere on earth is to be found 
In these canyons; deep gorges 
where the sun never penetrates; 
magnificient peaks that catch the 
earlies and latest beams of the 
light: clear limpid pools of pure 
s\)iiect water; the deep and ever 
lasting green of the cedars; the i 
varied and beautiful colors of the 
rocks; the many clambering vines 
covering bare spots with color 
and beauty all combined create 
a picture that cannot fail to 
please even the most careless 
beholder.

On the plains proper, the un­
dilating praries are dotted over 
with herds of white face cattle 
and scrub ponies that arc the 
basis of the prosperity of the 
people. Any direction the eye 
may take you will see the waving 
gress. the fields of forage, all ar­
rayed in living green; the tall 
windmill towers' and the comfor­
table homes of the stockmen. A 
cle^r inspection of almost any of 
theee homes will show them to  ̂
be surrounded by shade and om- 
manental trees, an orchard, a gar­
den; poultrym pigs, calves and all 
the adjun is of the happy rural 
life. During the summer cattle 
are grazed on the praries, but 
when winter comes with its# icy 
breath, all but a few milk cows 
and work horses are driven into 
the canyons which shelter them 
from the cold and furnish an ab­
undance of grass all winter.

G. H. Bunch, vocational 
agriculture instructor in Silverton 
High School, serves as adviser of 
the FFA chapter.

Future Farmers choose the 
week of George Washington’s 
birthday each year for the ob­
servance of National FFA Week. 
Although generally recognized as 
a Revolutionary War general and 
our first President, Washington’s 
first love was the farm he caUed 
Mount Vernon. There, he was 
one of the first in the nation 
to practice contour planting, crop 
rotations, fertilization, and other 
soil conservation and improve­
ment methods.
