I We found that there were needs 
for telephone, that differs in al­
most every home. Those who

live 12, IS, or 18 miles tram 
town have different and perhaps 
greater need than those 2 or 4 
miles from the city. 1 talked to 
9»veral after the meeting and one 
said that a telephone last Friday 
during the "Duster” wniild have 
been worth several dollars to him 
to hear from his children at 
school. Others have elderly par­
ents, cattle business, machinery 
break-downs, social and many 
other uses, and the need is in­
creased by miles. One man who 
lives only a few miles and gets 
his mail from the post office box 
almost every day realized his 
need was not as great as friends 
living farther away. But regard­
less of the need, many felt a 
principal was at stake. From 
votes on opinions, the Editor be­
lieves that a probable one-half 
would cormect writh the local toll 
tacked on and one half would 
not.

The need is great for a tele­
phone in every rural home, and 
the people were not expecting a 
toll, and the idea of a toll in 
and out of Silverton is irksome, 
but the source of triephone ser­
vice is limited.
