Chain sale* of U. S. Savmf 
Bonds has reached this section of 
the country. It seems to work 
like the old chain letter racket 
You pay $18.75 for a letter then 
buy a $25.00 bond for $18.75 and 
send it to the name at the top 
of the letter, copy two letters and 
sell them for $18.75, which gives 
you your money back and places 
your name on the bottom of the 
letter If the chain isn’t brcken 
>ou will get $38,400 worth of 
bonds. If held for 10 years 
they would be worth $50,000 00. 
Postal authorities have warned 
against mailing bonds through 
the U. S. Mail Manv partici­
pants will be due for a disap­
pointment because if they get by 
Uncle Sam the break in the 
chain is inevitable, for it would 
take 244,000 participants if the 
12 steps required to bring each 
of the names to the top are not 
broken.

Several changes in the new 
internal revenue code will favor 
individual taxpayers in the mat­
ter of allowable deduction.

In the past, if interest was not 
set forth separately on install- 
imnt sales contracts, it w.ss not 
(iedurtiblc. Under the 1954 re­
venue act, a deduction may be 
cla;med equal to 0 percent of the 
average unpaid balance of the 
installment sales contract, pro­
viding that this amount does not 
exceed the payments actually 
made.

Theft losses are now deduct­
ible in the yeat in. which dis­
covered, rather than is the year 
in which the theft occured.

The deduction for charitable 
contributions is still subject to a 
limitation of 20 percent of the 
taxpayer’s adjusted gross income. 
However, an extni 10 percent 
may be deducted if it is to a 
religious organization, a school, 
ur a huepiUi!.

Medical expenses may be de­

ducted to the extent that they 
exceed 3 percent of the taxpay­
er's adjusted gross income. In 
prior years the exclusion was 
5 percent. If thg taxpayer or 
his spouse is 63 or over, the 3 
percent exclusxin does not apply.

Under the new act, the cost of 
medicines and drugs must first 
be reduced by 1 percent of ad­
justed gros.s income. The max­
imum medical expense that can 
be deducted is $2,500 foi each

age or blindness), and limited to 
$5,000 on a single return and 
$10,000 an a joint return.

The working wife has long 
lamented that she should he able 
to deduct against her earnings 
the cost of caring for her child­
ren while she is working. Now, 
child care expenses are deducti­
ble if paid by a woman, a widow­
er, or a divorcerl man ’The de­
duction .chall not exceed $d00 and 
may not be paid to a dependent 
of the person claiming thee de­
duction. The child must be 
undeer 12 cr physi&Uy or ment­
ally incapable of caring for him­
self. If the adjusted gross ki- 
come shown on the tax return 
is more than $4,500, a reduction 
of the child care deduction must 
be made.

One of the most drastic chang­
es concerning deductions is that 
of depreciation. Two new me­
thods of computing depreciation 
have beep added that provide 
for a much fa.ster write-off of 
depreciation in the early years.

One method is known as the 
"double declining balance" me­
thod. Under this system, the 
normal life of the item is deter­
mined as in all other cases. This 
is convened into a percentage 
figure, and then doubled. This 
increased percertage it then ap­
plied in , the first year against 
the cost of the itetn to be depre­
ciated. The second year, the 
same percentage is applied again­
st th remaining cost, and so on 
lndefi.iitely unt.^ the item is 
disposed of.

The second method is called 
the “sum of the digits’’ method. 
The sum of the years of useful 
life is determined. In the case 
of an autamobile with a five- 
year life; 1, plus 2, plus 3, plus 
4. plus 5. equals 15. The first 
year, 5 fifteenths of the cost is 
deducted as depreciation. The 
second year, 4 fifteenths; the 
third year, 3 fifteenths; the four­
th year, 2 fifteei'ths, and the last 
jear, 1 fifteenth

Both pf these methods orovido 
for greatly accelorated deprecia­
tion deductions. However, they 
can be applied only to now tangi­
ble property with a useful life 
of three years or -oore that was 
acquirea after 1953. Different 
methods can be applied to dif­
ferent items as desired.
