Division Of Separate 
Estate By Statute 
Explained Here

The death of an intestate per­
son (one who has made no w ill) 
may give rise to many proUems 
regarding distribution o f his 
separate estate.

It may be well to recall that 
the separate estate of a husband 
or w ife includes property owned 
by either before marriage, and 
that which is acquired after mar­
riage by gift or inheritance. Any 
other property acquired after 
marriage is presumed by law to 
be community property until the 
contrary is clearly proved.

Now, here is a general idea as 
to how your separate property 
w ill be divided if you do not 
make a w ill with contrary pro­
visions prior to your death.

I f  your husband or w ife sur­
vives and if, in addition, there 
are surviving children or descen­
dants of previously deceased

The rule for distributing per­
sonal property —  cash, stocks, 
bonds, furniture, or any other 
items not constituting real estate/ 
is different Here the surviving 
spouse gets full ownership o f one- 
third, and the children and their 
descendants inherit the balance.

Grasshoppers pose as one of 
the major damagers of crops this 
year said County Agent Robert 
Ledbetter. Briscoe and Swisher 
Counties have been warned that 
grasshopper* will be the worst 
in a number of years. Large 
hatches have been found in much 
of the rangeland in Briscoe Coun­
ty especially above the Cap Rock. 
Crop land that is adjacent to 
range land should be watched 
closely. Grasshoppers w ill usual, 
ly migrate into fields by this 
routb and here is the place they 
can be best controlled. Strips 
poisoned along fence rows and 
the edges of pasture land will 
prevent them from moving in 
the fields. With the good insec­
ticides we have now, grasshop­
pers can be fairly easily control- 
ed. Toxaphene, Aldrin and Chl- 
ordane will do the best job.

Mr. C. H. Tipton, who has been 
bothered two years with them 
had a good idea. He said that 
if they hatch out as bad as they 
did last year “ I might broadcast 
a Sudan strip or some crop like 
that around my fields that Join 
rangeland and « keep that strip 
poisoned.”  It is felt that the idea 
has lots of merit.

County agent Ledbetter said 
he had contacted fiedcral Author­
ities for possible help in spraying 
range land, but had received no 
answer at of yet.

Farmers rfiould really keep a 
look out for grasshoppers and not 
get eat up before they know It.
