B E R R Y V I L L E .  Va —Trappist 
monks at the Holy Cross Monas­
tery here have put their famous 
bread on the commercial market 
in the suburbs of Washington, D C. 
60 miles away.

Called the “ Monk's Own Loaf,” 
the bread forms one of the staple 
parts of their meatless diet It is 
dark, firm bread made of whole­
wheat flour, honey, nonfat dry milk 
solids, butter, white flour, yeast, 
sugar, salt, shortening and soy 
flour.

Brother Kevin, baker for the 
Monastery, uses three per cent soy 
flour in the bread formula. Soy 
flour is 40 to 50 per cent protein, 
so the bread supplies protein which 
the monks miss in their, meatless 
diet.

Wrapper on the bread shows 
clerical wit and whimsey Small 
flgures of monks are shown hoeing 
in the fields, running with shocks 
of wheat, milling flour, milking 
cows, pumping water, kneading 
bread, baking and eating.

Bread is only one of the many 
things they make for themselves. 
As members of the Cistercian Or­
der. they attempt to be economi­
cally self-suflTicient and to produce 
within their cloister as many of 
their needs as possible.

The Cistercian Order traces its 
founding back to Saint Benedict in 
the Sixth Century, although it 
went through a reformation in the 
Eleventh Century

The modern commercial bread 
program, still on a very small 
scale, was fostered by a retired 
physician who discovered that the 
bread was for sale. His enthusiasm 
among his friends was the major 
"sales force.”

CLEVELAND — The sweltering 
over-hot humidity of summertime 
is always well remembered. The 
equally uncomfortable condition of 
too low humidity in the home dur­
ing wtiiter is seldom recognized, 
however.

It is a surprising fact, but the 
experts say that the average hu­
midity in most homes during the 
winter months is less than that 
present in the Sahara Desert m 
summer and the home might just 
as well be right irv the middle of 
the desert!

This is the reason, they say. that 
many household objects dry out in 
the wintertime.

The reasons for the absence of 
moisture in the air of the home are 
these: The colder the air is. the 
less moisture it can hold. Cold out­
side air in the winter can hold 
only a small quantity of moisture, 
even when nearly saturated.

This cold, dry air leaks into the 
house at the rate of from ^ to m  
house volumes per hour, depending 

, on how tightly the structure of the 
 ̂house is built. The air on entering 
the bouse is heated and becomes 
capable of holding a much greater 
amount of moisture This mak. it 
"thirsty”  air, and it will soak up 

. moisture off of every object in the 
house.

Proper humidity in any home 
may be obtained by addition of a 
humidifier to the present heating 
system.

It it being 
put through its paces in a labora­
tory aquarium so that more can be 
learned of its little-known habits.

CHICAGO—Who is today’ s "for­
gotten man?”  Dr B W. Bau-*r. 
editor of Today’ s Health, says it is 
the diet-reitricted restaurant cus­
tomer.

Dr. Bauer says the average res­
taurant doesn't offer much for the 
man who "must stick to carefully 
selected diets with restrictions on 
salt, meat, sweets, fats or starchy 
foods.”

A mere change in menu, he says, 
will enable the restauranteur to 
satisfy the growing number of 
diet-reitricted customers and still 
make a good profit.

He suggests addition of fresh 
or sugarless canned fruit and 
skimmed milk to the menu for 
diabetics and those watching their 
weight. A note might be added to 
the menu saying that artificial 
sweeteners and non-sodium "salt”  
wlU be supplied on request, he 
added.
