October 8, 
Charles Fisher, Superintendent, 
has announced.

The field day is a cooperative 
program between the Experiment 
Station, Texas Extension Service 
and Texas Tech College. Guided 
tours over the station will be con­
ducted by county agents and re­
search specialists from 8:30 to 
10:30 a. m.

At noon a barbecue lunch will 
be served at $1.00 per person and 
the afternoon program will deal 
with questions and answers on 
research developments in cotton 
and sorghum breeding, fertilizer 
uses, crop rotation, grass seed pro­
duction, mechanization, new crops 
and other phases of research work.

Also officials of the three host­
ing groups will discuss the over­
all development of agricultural 
progress in West Texas. The field 
day is open to the public and 
farmers are especially urged to 
attend. The Experiment Station 
is located just east of Lubbock o ff 
the Idalou highway.
