"It is time to begin
making your plans to attend
the fair," says Curtis Preston,
County Extension Agent-Ag-
riculture. School will be in
motion and fall will be in the
air... a perfect setting for our
county fair.

Fair dates are Friday, Sep-
tember 15 from 1 until 7 p.m.,
and Saturday, September 16,
from 10 a.m. until 4 p.m.

All entries must be left in
place until 4 p.m. please.
Judging will be held on the
morning of September 15;
therefore, we will be able to
judge with out interruption.

Entries for the fair will be
accepted on Thursday, Sep-

tember 14, from 10a.m. until 8
p.m., as noted in the catalog,
page 2. Please read all of the
rules of the fair and them plan
to enter one or more categories
as shown.

This year there are some
new categories, in the fine arts
division and a few newchanges
which we hope will encourage
mor participation. Added cat-
egories are silk painting, fab-

ric painting, clay items, and
enamel on copper.

In addition to those catego-
ries, a new division has been
added—Division 5-jewelry
and it has three classes from
which to choose. In the crafts
and hobbies division, an "open
media" category has been
added which will include any
mixed media work.

Extension service closing South Plains soils testing laboratory

LUBBOCK — After more
than 35 years of providing sci-
entifically and economically
sound soil testing services to
Texas High Plains producers,
the South Plains Soil Testing
Laboratory of the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service will
close Sept. 1.

" The laboratory handles from

8,000 to 12, 000 soil and plant
samples for crop producers and
homeowners each year, said
Dr. Michael Hickey, Extension
Service soil chemist and direc-
tor of the facility here. In addi-
tion to Hickey, the lab em-
ploys an office manager, two
technicians and a part-time
high school student from the

cooperative agriculture pro-
gram.

Escalating costs of upgrad-
ing and replacing analytical
equipment and operating the
laboratory, coupled with re-
ductions in state and federal
funding, has not been offset by
sufficient increase in the num-
ber of samples handled, said

Dr. James R. Supak, associate
head of the Department of Soil
and Crop Sciences at Texas
A&M University.

After Sept. 1, samples from
the area now served by the
Lubbock facility will be pro-
cessed at the College Station
laboratory. Supak said a 60-
<1ay phase down period at the

Lubbock lab will allow
completion of existing projects,
transfer of equipment and clos-
ing of the facility. All opera-
tions at the facility will end
Nov. 1.

to College Station will notice
little difference in receipt of
analyses and reports, Supak
said. The College Station labo-
ratory provides one-day turn-
around upon receipt of soil
samples; water and forage
analyses take about a week.

- "For almost four decades,
the laboratory at the Texas
'A&M University Agricultural
Research and Extension cen-
ter at Lubbock has set the stan-
dards for sound soil testing
services on the High Plains,”
Supak said. "Butitisno longer
feasible to equip, maintain and
operate state-of-the-art facili-
ties at both Lubbock and Col-
lege Station."

The Lubbock facility was
established in 1959 to serve an
area that represents an esti-
mated 43 percent of the state's
total agricultural production
and 54 percent of its total crop

coverage, Hickey said. The
area it served produces 76 per-
cent of the state's wheat, 75
percent of its cotton and 70
percent of its corn, he noted. It
has had three directors during
itscontinuous operation: James
Valentine, Dr. Dale Pennington
and Hickey.

The Lubbock lab was one
of the first in the nation to
recognize that nitrate nitrogen
measurements in soil can be
useful nitrogen fertilizer rec-
ommendations, and one of the
first to incorporate that into
sampling and analysis proce-
dures, Hickey said.

"Soil testing techniques for
phosphorous used by the A&M
laboratories today were devel-
oped at Lubbock, in conjunc-
tion with scientists of the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion," he said.

The lab and the High Plains

Underground Water Conser-

vation District No. 1 evaluated
area soil fertility and identified
that nitrogen and phosphorus
were the nutrients which most
limited cotton production on
the Southern High Plains.

A subsequent educational
program initiated by the Lub-
bock soil chemist, the water
district and county Extension
agents improved crop fertili-
zation. Together with im-
proved irrigation management
and variety selection, this re-
versed the declining cotton pro-
duction of the Southern High
Plains, Hickey said.

For the past six years,
Hickey and the Lubbock lab
have been developing a cotton
petiole monitoring program for
area cotton producers, designed
to improve the efficiency of
nitrogen application. "The

botton line is, it helps them get

better use of their fertilizer and
reduces environmental im-
pact," Hickey said.

In conjunction with the Ex-
tension Service "Don't Bag It"
lawn care program to reduce
urban yard trash, Hickey and
the Lubbock lab initiated a
"Don't Bag It Soil Test Pro-
gram" for urban residents. "It
is designed to reduce the po-
tential for urban environmen-
tal impact,”" Hickey said. The
program has since been
adopted by Oklahoma State
University.

The lab has been working
with irrigators to identify sa-
linity problems in center pivot
systems. It is involved in a
cooperative program with the
water district to quantify the
extent and impact of that prob-
lem and find ways to alleviate
it. For several years the lab has
worked with the oil industry in
reclaiming salt-affected soils.

ON THE EDGE OF COMMON SENSE
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Dr. Erfan called to tell me
his story. He's spent seventeen
years inventing and testing a
device to help people quit
smoking. It involves a small
battery operated unit that clips
in your ear like a hearing aid.
Whenever the smoker feels the
urge to smoke, he pushes a
button on the unit. It sends a
micro-amp charge which
stimulates a nerve in the ear.
This nerve causes a release of
natural body chemicals which
reduce the need for a smoke.

Human trials have shown
very positive results. Enough
so that the device is already
cleared for use in other coun-
tries. But not in the U.S. The
F.D.A. is not satisfied. They
are now demanding animal
testing. Thus Dr. Erfan's call.
His question, "Was I aware of
any animals stupid enough to
smoke."

Food for thought. First we
would have to find a species
we could teach to smoke. Then
once they were addicted we'd

So, that narrows it down
some. I came up with three
suggestions for the good doc-
tor.

Safe school zones

are responsibility
of Adults

We've all heard the saying,
"kids say the darnedest things!"
Well, kids do the darnedest
things, especially around school
zones. With school starting up
again, there's sure to be trouble
afoot. Now is the time for driv-
ers to start thinking about the
dangers this presents.

Whether youdrive in school
zones once a year or work there
every day, you can never forget
certain lessons. One is that you
havetouse better judgment than
the 7-year olds who surround
you, according to Trooper C.B.
Baiza, public information offi-
cer for the Texas Department
of Public Safety.

"It's important to remember
that kids aren't small adults,
and they don't think like adults.
They lack experience with
traffic, and they don't always
act logically. When you sound
your horn, for instance, a child
may think its okay to cross the
street in front of your vehicle,"
~ Baiza added.

Children also have limited
perceptual skills. Sometimes
they can't even tell if your ve-
hicle is in motion or stopped.
They can'taccurately judge the
speed and distance of vehicles
or detect safe gaps in traffic.

"Elementary school aged

children often aren'ttall enough
to be seen on the other side of a
parked car, or as they move
between vehicles to cross the

street when they're being
picked up. School zones are
not the time to light a cigarette
or call the office on your car
phone,"” Baiza says.

The key is to see children in

* time to avoid a collision.
Search from curb to curb for
kids who could enter your path.
Everyone who enters the
roadway is vulnerable to in-
jury, but children on foot are
even more at risk.

Many times the kid prob-
ably have theirminds on school
or friends, not on the vehicles
moving around them.That
means it's your job to be even
more aware of what's going on
around you. Since it's hard to
predict kids' actions near
schools, try to avoid these ar-
eas. Reroute your trip, if pos-
sible, to avoid peak drop-off
and pick-up times and getting
stuck behind a school bus.

However, if you can't avoid
a drive through a school zone,

- the best strategy is to just slow

: - down and stay alert. It's up to
