March ol Dimes 
Drive Now 
Underway Again
The March of Dimes no longer 

includes just research, treatment 
and rehabilitation for Polio, but is 
a boadly expanded program attack­
ing arthritis, birth defects, virus 
diseases and disorders of the cen­
tral nervous system as well as to 
continue research for a more per­
fect vaccine for polio.

The Salk vaccine composed of 
three properly spaced shots is 90% 
effective in the prevention of par­
alytic polio. It is the aim of the 
National Foundation to continue 
the research along this field in ' 
the hope of finding a vaccine as 
nearly perfect as possible.

•Arthritis and rheumatism are be­
lieved to afflict at least 11 million 
person.s in the United States and 
cripple more persons than any 
other disease. The cause is not 
known nor is there a cure.

Birth defects constitute probab­
ly the greatest childhood medical 
problem. Each year about 250.000 
children are bom and survive with 
significant birth defects, many of 
these are caused by a virus attack­
ing the mother, such ass the Ger­
man measles. It is believed now 
that some viruses may attack with­
out making the prospective mother 
ill. but may still affect the unborn 
child.

Cential nervous system di.sord- 
ers arc responsible for millions 
of suffering Americans. These cas­
es range from epilepsy to Parkin­
son's Disease to paralytic polio.

So delicate and so complicated 
is the central nervous system, 
which includes the brain and spin­
al cord, there is scarcely any w on-, 
der that it does not always func-; 
tion properly.

The National Foundation re­
search program is not aiming a t , 
any specific nervous system dis-1 
order but to produce information' 
which should be of value in the | 
fight against all o f theae problems.;

The fifteen minute series con­

Local, 
county and state engineers use 
them in planning and locating 
highways and roads, airports, po­
wer and pipt lines They will also 
be used in studies on water con­
servation. flood control, irrigation, 
drainage geology, and oil and gaa 
exploration.

When the maps are published 
in 1961. they will become a part 
of the standard topographic atlas 
of the United States. Copies will 
be available from the map distri­
bution Unit. I  SG S , Federal Cen­
ter. Denver. Colorado.

"Maps in the makini will not be 
available for at least t> ;o years,”  
added Shrefler.

The Federal Center is also a map 
distribution center fur all publish­
ed maps in the states west of the 
Missi.ssippi River.

Here in Silverton the engineer 
is Sam Stulberg and his local as­
sistant is Marcus Saucedo. They 
are covering the 250 square mile 
area in the northeast corner o f 
Briscoe County and just inside the 
.Armstrong and Donley County 
lines Stulberg says his chief pro­
blem to date has been locating 
old timers who can help him place 
the correct identifying names oa 
the landmarks, peaks, etc. in the 
area.

Completion of the job is expect­
ed in early March with a minimum 
of bad weather.

S(S Grass Seeding
by V irg il Henson

It might seem a little early to 
think about seeding grass, but act­
ually grass seeding can start any 
time now. Moisture conditions are 
excellent now, and should remain 
good through the spring.

We recommend grass seeding 
anv time from January 1 to June 1, 
but early seedings usually have 
a much better chance of success 
than late seedings Those planning 
on seeding range grasses this year 
should make arrangements now for 
seed and for a way to get the grass 
seeded We in the S.C.S. will glad­
ly assist those interesed, in deter­
mining good grass seed mixtures, 
amount of seed needed per acre 
and with other information per­
taining to grass seeding.
