Tips for Frozen Foods
In sel«:ting frozen foods, you'll

get more for your money by fol-|

lowing these simple, common-
sense rules:

1. Read labels. They tell you the
weight, how to store, haw Yo
prepare and serve. Labels also
help in terms of price. A brand
which costs more than another,
for example, may weigh more
or have a more expensive ingre-
dient.

Put the frozen food items last
on your shopping list and pick
them up immediately before go-
ing to the checkout stand.

If there are insulated bags at
the frozen food cabinet, pop
yvour purchases into them. If
not, ask the clerk to put them
in a separate bag. They'll keep
colder.

Take frozen foads home with-

out delay and store them in the
freezer or ice-cube compartment
of your refrigerator at once.
If you want to dress up plain
stationery, do this: Cut out motifs
from old greeting cards and paste
them at the top of the sheets of
writing paper.

Puzzled about when and where
to insert a ~meat thermometer
when roasting meat? About 90
minutes after you begin roasting, |
insert the thermometer into the|
center of the thickest part of the
roast.
