county Amarillo Highway Patrol 
district decreased 12 per cent from 
1958 to 1959." Captain J W Black- 
well said today. Captain Blackwell, 
well known commander of the 
Highway Patrol in this area said 
that during 1959 we had 104 killed 
in rural traffic accidents compared 
to 118 rural traffic fatalities in 
1958. Our patrolmen investigated 
a total of 2,000 rural traffic acci­
dents during 195W This traffic ac­
cident experience not only caused 
the death of 104 men, women and 
children, but also injured 1,223 
and caused an estimated property 
damage of $1,607.99200

Twelve of the 31 counties in this 
Highway Patrol district showed an 
increase in the number of motor- 
ades for 1959 The highest in­
crease for any county was Hall 
County with five rural traffic fat- 
alaties compared to only one in 
1958 Potter County had the lar­
gest number oi deaths recorded 

I with 14. Five counties, Collings- 
! worth, O ittle Hemphill, Ochiltree, 
and Roberts, did not record a fat­
ality in 1959

"The real tragedy in our acci­
dent picture is the fact that the 
causative factors are well known.'' 
Captain Blackwell said In 1959. as 
in 1958. too much .speed at the 
sTong time and too much drinking 
while driving were the major con­
tributing factors When people 
start obeying traffn- law them- 
seives and insist that other drivers 
obey the law, then we will see a 
reduction in our accident rale.

In Briscoe County in 1959 we 
had one fatal accident out of the 
28 reported An estimated $23,555 
property damage was reported.

In Hall County there were three 
fatalities in 43 reported accidents, 
for an estimated property damage 
of $27 470.

Occasional people inquire, “ Why do you not use mechan­

ical instruments of music in worship?” Th's is not asked to 
reflect upon the fine congregational singing which we have, 
but comes from someone untaught.

We reply that our position regarding such is not due to 
our being so poor that we cannot afford such nor because we 
just choose to be different nor because we find a Thou shalt 
not. .”  to that effect in the Bible Nor do we object to mech- 
amcal instruments out of worship.

The position we occupy is, we believe, consistent with 
God's M’ord. The Bible teaches us to sing lEphnians 5 19; 
Colo6.sians 3:16).

We know that to obey God we must sing And we do But 
wc cannot conscientiously go beyond this in worship to God 
We believe that it is sinful to go beyond the Word. We bebeve 
there is no Bible authonty for mechanical instruments of music 
in worship We bebeve that playing upon instruments in ad­
dition to singing IS comparable to praying in the name of Paul 
in conjunction with the name of Christ.

Now we consider music in worship Had we been told to 
“ make music” we would be free to take our choice in the mat­
ter. But the specific thing is named Therefore, we are restrict­
ed to 'he thing named.

Our practice is not to question for 
no one has any doubt about God's accepting congregational 
singing .Ml engage in it at times. The addition to our congre­
gational singing is questionable.
