Farm families, representing a 
good proportion of those using 
Farmers Home .\dministration 
credit in Swnsher and Briscoe Co­
unties. have completed a series of 
individual meetings with Ralph E. 
Gnffitts, the agency's county sup­
ervisor, to take a careful look at 
their 1959 operations and to make 
I960 plans.

Mr G nffitU  said this year-end 
analysis is a service given by the 
agency which makes loans to eli­
gible fanners to operate, improve, 
or enlarge family-type farms.

As a result of this study of their 
farm operations. Mr Griffltts said, 
some of the better practices that 
farmers here are working into 
their 1960 plans include (1) test­
ing soils, (2' terracing (Briscoe 
County), (31 planting a variety of 
rash crops including soybeans, 
castorbeans and sesame, and (4) 
dev-eloping livestock feeding pro­
grams.

Loans totaling $414,730 have 
been made to farmers in this area 
in an eight-month period since 
June 30, 1959 'This will be used 
for acquiring equipment, livestock, 
seed, feed, fertilizer, and paying 
other labor and materials in con­
nection with housing and improve­
ments This money, and the extra 
money from increased incomes, 
circulates through local trade 
channels

Good farm planning and record­
keeping are carried on throughout 
the year and play an important 
part in operations financed with 
FHA credit. As proof that good 
practices pay off, Mr. Griffitts 
pointed out that during the fiscal 
year 1959, 20'1 of these borrowers 
are now obtaining their necessary 
credit from banks and other lend­
ers locally.

Qualifying Test
Twelve students at Silverton 

High School took the National 
Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test. 
O. C. Rampley, Principal, adminis­
tered the test at the h i^  school on 
Tuesday, March 8, from 9;00 to 
12:00 a m.

The National Merit Sdiolar^ip 
Qualifying Test is a three-hour 
measure of educational develop­
ment and college aptitude. Ekn- 
phasis is on broad intellectual 
skills, and on understanding and 
aMUty to use what can be learned, 
rather than on Ntoer knowledge ot 
faete.

The test is the fkmt step in Ito

sixth annual competition for Merit 
Scholarships provided by some 100 
corporations, foundations, profes­
sional societies and individuals, as 
well as by the National Merit 
Scholarship Corporation itself. Ov­
er $15,000,000 has been awarded in 
the first four years of the program.

E'or students taking the test on 
March 8. results will be reported 
before the end of the spring sem­
ester. The scoriii may be used in 
many high schools to help students 
make decisions about college and 
the most appropriate courses in 
which to major Many students 
throughout the country- who do not 
expect to win, have registered for 
the test in order to learn more 
about their individual strengths 
and weaknesses

Some 10.000 Semifinalists, the 
highest scorers in each state, will 
be named early next fall. Names 
of Semifinalists are published in a 
booklet which is widely distributed 
among colleges and other scholar­
ship agencies.

Each Scmifinalist will bo asked 
to take a second examination. 
Tliose who repeal their high per­
formance in the second examina­
tion will become finalists in the 
Mert program. Wnners of Mert 
Scholarshps wll be selected from 
this group of finalists on the basis 
of school records and recommen­
dations. test scores, extracurricular 
and Qutside-of-school interest and 
accomplishments, and other indi­
cations of future promise, Elach 
finahst in addition to being consi­
dered for a Merit Scholarship is 
awarded a Certificate of Merit at­
testing to his outsstanding perfor­
mance.

Four-year scholarships are aw­
arded to the winners with sti­
pends depending on financial 
need. Minimum award in 1961 will 
be $100, the maximum will be 
$1,500. The average stipend in 
1959 was $743. Supplementary 
cost-of-cducation grants are usual­
ly made to the colleges and uni­
versities which the Scholars at­
tend.

An additional 25.000 students 
selected without regard to state 
quotas are awarded letters com­
mending them for their superior 
performance on the National Mer­
it Scholarship Qualifying Test. 
These students are asked to com­
plete Iwief personal data cards 
and are considered for special a- 
wards made through the facilities 
of NMSC. Names, along with tesK 
scores of both Semifinalists and 
the students in the commended 
group, will be sent without charge 
to the colleges indicated as ei­
ther a first or second choice by 
the participant.

The National Merit Scholarship 
Program is a nationwride search for 
students who demonstrate extra- 
ordinaary ability to benefit from 
a college education. More than a 
million and a haU high school 
teudento have participated in the 
Merit I>rograai, and in the fall 
of 19M more ttnm 3,100 Merit 
Sebokn wen enrolled in nearly 
400 coHegea and unnveiritiea in 
dte United Statea.

When is the best time to go 

fishing?
Best answer to that question is 

•‘Go anytime you can!”
However, many anglers ge-t 

scientific about this fishing busi­
ness . They go by the "solunar 
table,”  for example.

.As the name implies, the sol­
unar table takes into considera­
tion the relative positions of the 
sun and moon at the various hours 
of the day, and thereby “ selects” 
the best time of day for fishing

Most outdoorsmen will agree 
that positions of the sun and moon 
do have some effect on the be­
havior of wildlife. But that’s a- 
bout as much as they w ill agree 
on.

Some say that the waning moon 
is better for hunting—a* well as 
fishing Others declare the oppos­
ite is true

However, anyone who has spent 
time in the open knows that ani­
mals. birds and fish are prompt­
ed at certain periods o f the day or 
night to move around and seek I 
food, exercise or amuaemwit.

A  "soentific" fishennan wat-1 
ches for such activity. When he 
sees an old cow get up from under 
a shady tree and su it  walking 
around; or when a flight of bird* 
suddenly comes wheeling by; or 
when the clear air is all at once 
filled with insects— he intensifies 
his fishing activity— for he knows 
the fish are active too.

If you’d like to experiment, take 
the solunar table with you next 
time you go fishing, and observe 
whether, at the specified time, you 
hear dogs barking, or see sheep 
arise and munch grass, or note 
mullet jumping

MTien outdoors creatures be­
come active, at one o f the solunar 
periods, you ought to be in busi­
ness if you are in good fishing 
water and using the right method
