Meals on Wheels finds temporary cure

When the meals went up 
from $2.75 to $4. Meals on 
Wheels began experiencing 
difficulties maintaining re­
serves, according to Berta 
Combs, the volunteer director 
of the program.

Monday, the Bailey County 
Commissioners Court voted 
unanimously to approve acon- 
tract between the Meals on 
Wheels program and the Car­
rousel of Good Food Restau­
rant to purchase meals at $3.50 
each beginning Oct. 16, 1995.

The contract will be in ef­
fect until Oct. 15,1996 or until 
the Meals on Wheels program 
ceases to be operated in Bailey 
County.

Lavon Henderson of the 
Carrousel Restaurant— who 
has been catering meetings, 
parties and wedding rehears­
als as well as serving lunch to 
the public at the restaurant on 
Sundays— said Betty Hutton 
had volunteered to help her get 
the meals into containers.

The meals were being pre­
pared by the Muleshoe Area 
Healthcare Center at $4 each— 
up from the previous price of 
$2.75 per meal.

Hospital Administrator Ri­
chard Murphy said Monday 
that the hospital hau raised the 
price to $4 in November or 
December of 1994 in order to 
recover the actual cost of the 
meals.

I le said the hospital had been
selling the meals to the pro­
gram below cost prior to rais­
ing the price.

The effect on the hospital 
will be neither a financial gain 
nor loss but will simply reduce 
the hospital's food purchases, 
Murphy said.

The con tract between Meals 
on Wheels and Muleshoe Area
Medical Center had been in 
effect from Dec. 14, 1993.

Meals on Wheels serves five 
meals per week— M onday 
through Friday, excluding cer­
tain holidays—to an average 
ol M) elderly people and shut-

ing financial difficulties.

The cost of meals for each 

recipient will now be approxi­
mately $17.50 per week, or a 
little more than $70 per month.

Recipients must be age 60 
or older unless disabled or 
considered at risk by the De­
partment of Human Services. 
Many live in senior citizens 
housing.

Meals on Wheels is funded 
by memorials and other dona­
tions, as well as by reimburse­

ments from South Plains As­
sociation of G overnm ents 
(SP AG) through the designated 
area agency on aging. The

Older Americans Act funds 39 
percent.

The program receives $4. 
25 per hour in lieu of wages for 
approximately 24 adult and 
seven student volunteers.

Jo Wood has been deliver­
ing M eals on W heels in 
Muleshoe for almost three 
years—since her friend Maxine 
Ragsdale invited her to go with 
her on a route.

"I'm 83 years old," Mrs. 
Wood said, laughing. "I should 
probably be getting these meals 
myself."

Tuesday, she delivered 
baked ham, fried okra, pinto 
beans, chocolate cake, apples 
and milk to 10 grateful people 
on her route.

Many of the people Mrs. 
Wood visited came out to meet 
her. She took time to say hello 
or carry their meals to the table 
if they needed help.

Ruth Black came to the door 
with her walker supporting her. 
She said she appreciated the 
meals because she gets dizzy 
and has to stay near her walker 
all the time.

"It's real good," said 98- 
year-old Vera Colson. "It helps 
me. I wouldn'tcook. I know it’s 
good for me."

Her daughter, Comedith 
Colson, appreciates the meals 
because they help her take care 
of her mother.

Mrs. Wood also delivered a 
meal to Dorothy Green Tues­
day. Mrs. Green says Meals on 
Wheels "solves so many prob­
lems—some people are unable 
to prepare their own meals."

Mrs. Green said some days 
her friends call on her, but other 
days, the person who brings 
her meal is the only one she has 
a conversation with that day.

School Board 
approves 
campus plans

At a School Board meeting 
held at the Muleshoe High 
School Library Monday night, 
a hearing was conducted on 
MHS's rating as a "low per­
forming campus."

The district is required to 
hold a hearing at the low per­
forming site and to submit 
implementation plans by Sept. 
30.

An opening session the 
week of Nov. 27th will be 
followed by a public forum 
and an on-site campus review.

The entire process will take 
from three or four days to a 
week, MISD Superintendent 
Bill Moore explained.

There will be a pre-exit 
conference and an exit con­
ference, with a pre-exit con­
ference with the superintendent 
to report findings. A written

Mules share common  
traits with Roosevelt

One week they provide a 
glimpse of the future.

The next week they revive 
ghosts from the past.

Last week, Muleshoe High 
School was trying to build on a 
promising outing when they 
pushed a heav ily -favored  
Denver City team to the limit 
before dropping a 17-14 deci­
sion.

But the Mules suffered a 
major collapse, losing to Lub­
bock Cooper, 41-21, Friday 
night at home.

"It was so much like the 
Portales game it was scary," 
Muleshoe head coach Randy 
Adair said. The Mules lost to 
Portales 41-6 in their season 
opener.

This week, Muleshoe (0-3) 
travels to Lubbock Roosevelt 
(8 p.m.).

R oosevelt is s im ilar to 
Muleshoe — both are trying to 
shed losing traditions.

But there's one major dif­
ference.

"I'd say they're a little ahead 
of us because they have a win," 
Muleshoe head coach Randy 
Adair said. "And I'm sure, like 
anybody else, that they're in 
the mindset that they can beat 
us."

Roosevelt (1-1) beat Ralls 
21-14 last week.

Because both teams have 
fragile psyches, the outcome 
might be decided early.

"It's critical for both teams 
in regards to the high and lows 
we go through," Adair said. 
"How we get started might 
decide the outcome. It's real 
important to have some early 
success."

Mulcshoe’s effort against 
Lubbock Cooper was under­
mined by poor pass protection 
anil shoddy tackling. Lubbock 
Cooper rushed for 395 yards 
and forced five turnovers.

Pesticide applicators 
must renew licenses 
before December 31

AUSTIN — Private pesti­
cide applicators who were cer­
tified before Jan. 10, 1989, 
must renew their certification 
or apply for a private license 
by Dec. 31, 1995.

The U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency requires 
that certification be renewed 
every five years for private 
pesticide applicators, such as 
farmers who use restricted or 
state-limited use pesticides on 
their crops.

Two options for renewal are 
available. Applicators may 
obtain 215 continuing educa­

tion unites, including two cred­
its in laws and regulations and 
one credit in integrated pest 
management, by Dec. 31. This 
process must be repeated ev­
ery five years. Applicators who 
cannot meet this deadline have 
the option of applying for a 
license.

LUBBOCK —  The 
weighted average price re­
ceived by growers continued 
its rise through the month of 
July.

According to Lubbock- 
based Plains Cotton Growers 
(PCG), the month of July is 
traditionally the low water 
mark as far as m onthly 
marketings are concerned.

PCG officials note that with 
the weighted average price re­
ceived by growers continuing 
to increase, the possibility of 
any type of deficiency pay­
ment in 1995 seems very un­
likely.

In order for a deficiency

payment to be realized, the 
weighted average price would 
have to drop below the 71.9 
cent Upland cotton target price.

That cotton prices continue 
to stay high is good news for 
producers, who look to get a 
decent price for their 1995crop.

A significant drop in the 
latest USDA crop estimate 
coupled with revisions to esti­
mated carry-over stocks have 
worked to further push prices 
up.

Marketing figures for the 
month of July indicate a total 
of 4.349 million bales of cot­

ton have been marketed during

the first seven months of 1995. 
USDA's preliminary estimate ■ 
of July marketings totaled 
180,000 bales.

The average price received 
by farmers during the month 
was 86.6 cents per pound.

Through the first seven 
m onths of the year, the 
weighted average price re­
ceived by farmers totals 81.9 
cents, 9 cents above the 72.9 
cent upland cotton target price.

Marketing and price figures 
quoted above were taken from 
the national Agricultural Sta­
tistics Service and are subject

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Program hopes to rid High Plains of dreaded boll weevil j
Kicking off the 1995 En­

hanced Boll Weevil Diapause 
Program September 26, Lub­
bock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers (PCG) is putting the 
final pieces in place to begin 
what should be the beginning 
of the end for the boll weevil 
6n the Texas High Plains.

Pilous and aircraft are re­
porting to their operational 
bases in Lamesa, Floydada, 
Seminole, Big Spring and Post 
for final installation of moni­
toring and guidance equipment 
to be used on the Program.

All of the 31 aircraft being

used on the Program will be 
equipped with the Satloc Glo­
bal Positioning System (GPS) 
hardware and software.

Preparations for the Pro­
gram began early in the sum­
mer when cotton fields in 22 
High Plains counties were lo­
cated and plotted on maps to 
be used during the Program's 
treatment phase that begins on 
September 26. In all over 
15,000 fields totaling approxi­
mately 2.4 million acres were 
mapped.

Early season trapping  
helped the program get a feel

for what type of boll weevil 
pressure could be expected by 
the time treatment operations 
began. At this lime an exten­
sive gridwork of traps are in 
place, or arc being put out as 
rapidly as possible after some 
weather delays.

Initial trap catches and 
manual surveys indicate that 
1.5 to 1.6 million acres of cot­
ton could be treated in the first 
application. This total would 
exceed the largest spray pro­
gram ever completed in the 32 
year history of the PCG Con­
trol Program. The 1965 pro­

gram treated 1.5 million aeres. 
U p to 5 million aggregate acres 
could be treated this year.

"The significant increase in 
the size of this year’s Program 
is the direct result of five mild 
winters in a row. The number 
of acres infested with boll wee­
vil have dramatically increased 
during the 1995 crop year," 
says Roger Haldenby PCG Pro­
gram Coordinator.

"However, the foresight of 
High Plains cotton producers 
who recognized this building 
threat and overwhelmingly 
approved the formation of the

High Plains Boll W eevil 
Eradication Zone will allow us 
to fight back against the pest."

Haldenby adds that the 1995 
Program 's "Control Zone" 
stretches some 225 miles from 
north to south and 130 miles 
from east to west. Carrying out 
such a large program takes the 
cooperation of many individu­
als and agencies.

While the PCG Diapause 
Control Program is not run by 
the federal government, USD A 
does help out in several impor­
tant areas. The first is cost­
sharing. mainly through the

loan of government vehicles to 
be used on the Program. This 
year 49 vehicles are on loan 
Irom USDA and will be oper­
ating throughout the area. -* 

The second is through the 
operation of the Environmen­
tal Monitoring Plan. This plajt 
helps ensure that the High 
Plains Program is as environ­
mentally friendly as possible. 
Soil, water and vegetation 
samples are taken throughout 
the control zone and sent to 
Gulfport, Mississippi for analy­
sis at the National Research 
Analysis Laboratory.
