DO MEN H A V E AU TH O RITY TO CH ANGE GOD'S WORD?

Jesus said. “ He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.” 
.Mark 16:16. This was spoken after Jesus had been given ALL 
authority both in heaven and on earth (Matt. 28:18).

"Believeth” means to have faith “ baptized” means TO BE 
IM.MERSED 'The word “ baptize” has a definite meaning. Accord­
ing to the Greek-English Lexicon by Thayer pp. 94, 95 the word 
“ baptize” means “ to immerse.” Thus Jesus commanded immersion.

But this is not consistently practiced today. ’There are those 
who teach that baptism is administered by pouring water on the 
head. Yet this practice is no part of the commandment given by 
Jesus. Thus men seek to change Christ’s commandment. Who 
are what is responsible for this effort? According to the Edin­
burgh Cyclopedia under article Baptism, "It was not until the 
year 1311 that the legislature, in a council held at Ravenna, de­
clared immersion or sprinkling to be indifferent.”  Thus the 
church IS given credit for the change. But what authority has any 
church to deal with God’s Word in this manner? Is it possible 
that Jesus gave authority to the apostles to set aside what He, 
him.self. has said and that such authority was then conferred 
upon successors?

If once it can be proved that Jesus gave L'NIJMI’TED auth­
ority to the apostles AND that such authority was to be passed 
to successors and that there ARE legal successors living today 
then ’chere is this fact to keep in mind, that other commandments 
of Christ may be set aside today if these successors choose to 
leeisLte as has been done with "baptism” , ff not, why not?

In the first place Jesus did not give unlimited authority to 
the apostles, .lesus gave ALL of them EQUAL authority to bind 
and loose fJno. 20:22, 23) but this authority DID NOT PERMIT 
THE.Vl TO CHANGE one Word of God. They were given power 
to ANNOUNC the terms of pardon —  not formulate them ’THEY 
were to bind and loose WITH ’THE GOSPEL

Jesus COM.MANDED the apostles to preach. “ He that be­
lieveth and is baptized shall be saved” FMark 16:16). 'The word 
"liaptize" means to immerse. It is inconceivable that He would 
then give authority to DEL’Y  His very commandment to them. 
Peter did not so understand it for on Pentecost he also said “ be 
baptized” (Acts 2:38i If he had supreme authority by what right 
does someone later have to change what He said? The truth is 
that no man nor group of men have authority to change God's 
word.

FARM STEAD W IN DBREAKS  
By Virgil Henson

We have had recent word from 
I the Kress Nursery and the Stan- 
; ford Vadcr Nursery, both in Plain- 
view, that their Arixona Cypress 
trees are ready to go. These trees 
can be set out any time now. A- 
bout twenty people have made ap­
plication to obtain Arizona Cypress 
and also assistance on planning 
the layout of windbreaks, at the 
SC.S. office. A ll of these people 
are urged to obtain their trees 
soon, as it appears that the supply 
will become limited later.

We plan to assist as many as 
pu.ssible in planning their tree 
plantings, but probably will not | 
be able to get to everyone who is 
establishing a windbreak. The fo l- : 
lowing information is offered for 
those who are setting out trees 
for farmstead windbreaks.

The trees should be set eight 
feet apart in single or multiple 
rows. Where more than one row 
is set, the rows should be about 
sixteen feet apart. The trees 
should be set in a shallow ditch 
or depression to facilitate water-. 
ing. They should be watered to 
get them started, but can stand a 
great deal of dry weather once, 
they are established. A small a- 
mount of manure or commercial 
fertilizer at each tree will help 
assure fast, early growth.

Farmstead windbreaks fit best 
on the west, southwest, and north 
of the farmstead, as the high wind.s 
are usually from those directions. | 
to the house on the north. I f  too | 
The trees should not be too close 
close on the north, the tree row | 
may cause snow to stack up on the 
house in times of blizzard and 
heavy snow. \  spacing of sixty 
to one hundred feet on the north 
of the house is desirable.

H ie disease is encephalomyeli­
tis or “ sleeping sickness "  It has 
shown such a sharp increase that 
one state now requires annual 
vaccination against it.

U'hat are the signs of sleeping 
sickness which a farmer should 
watch for? Chief signs Include 
listlessness, sleepiness, incoordi- 
nation and paralysis. Generally 
the flrst thing noticed will be slug­
gishness. The horse's lips may be 
loose and droopy. Muscle spasms 
also may be seen. Later, alTected 
animals stand dejectedly, move 
reluctantly and awkwardly, grind 
their teeth, stretch their necks. 
Just before death, sick horses 
may lie on their sides and make 
bicycling movements with their 
legs.

If any of these symptoms are 
noticed, a veterinarian should be 
called at once Speed in treatment 
is vital if the animal Is to be

saved. Also, enceohalomyelltis 
can be passed on to the farmer 
and his family, making precau­
tions doubly important.

There are two types of the dis­
ease. The Eastern type may cause 
deaths in up to 90 per cent of the 
cases, while the mortality rate 
with the Western type usually 
ranges from 20 to 2S per cent.

There are vaccines to provide 
immunity against each type, and 
in areas where both types are
found, a combination vaccine is 
used.

Annual vaccination is the chief 
mean:i of preventing encephalo­
myelitis Although the disease is 
chiefly one of horses, ponies and 
mules, it also aflects certain other 
animals, as well as humans and 
birds.

The virus causing the disease Is- 
transmitted by mosquitoes. Res- 
evoirs of the disease include wild 
birds, ducks, chickens, tlclu and 
chicken mites. Besides protec­
tive vaccinstion of horses, ponies 
and mules, preventive measures 
should include a mosquito control 
program and regular spraying of 
animals with Insecticides.
