LICENSE LAW 8IVEN 
ON FARM TRAILERS

Concerning the new license law 
for farm trailers. Captain J. L. 
Miller, License and Weight Service 
of the Department of Public Saf­
ety, announced that the last reg­
ular session of the Texas Legis- 

I lature amended the Texas Motor 
V'ehicle Registration Law to allow 
farmers to register their arm trail- 

: ers and farm semi-trailers for a 
$5 00 fee providing the gross 
weight is not less than 4,000 or 
more than 10,000 pounds.

Farm trailers weighing less than 
4.000 pounds, gross weight, are 
still exempt from registration by 
statute. Captain Miller said. Those 

I exceeding 10,000 pounds, gross 
' weight, must register as a regular 
commercial trailer.

Capt. Miller advised, however, 
that any vehicle bearing the $5 
plate must not; exceed 30 miles 
per hour, be operated for hire, 

I have steel or metal wheels in con- 
j tact with the pavement and it must 
be equipped with an adequate 
hitch to remain secured to the 
towing vehicle and be operated

j Violation of any of the above 
mentioned sections of the law nul­

I This does not change the exist- 
I ing law which requires that all 
trailers or senil-trailers having a 
registered or gross weight in ex­
cess of 3,000 pounds be equipped 
with clearance lamps, side marker 
lamps, and reflectors as well as a 
tail light and stop light, i f  the 
stop light on the towing vehicle 
is obscured.
