Department by huv}ng a head
coach who will have charge of all
athletics including the P. E. Dept
We plan to have an assistant foot
ball coach and a full time basket-
ball coach. The coaching situation
in Junior High is to be improved.

We are looking at the gradual
increase of scholastic population
and feel that in 196364 a new
lunchroom, nurses office, film and
equipment room will be added.
In fact, this is needed now.

Q. How do yau think Silverton
High School graduates fare in col-
lege compared to students from
other schools?

A. | feel that Silverton High
School graduates fare as well as
students from any other schools
our size percentage wise. Our stu-
dents are doing well in Tech, West
Texas, A & M and Texas Univer-
sity as well as a number of other
colleges. A lot of this success de-
pends upon the individual deter-
mination of the student. The Eng-
lish, math, and science depart-
ments have been strengthened by
the addition of qualified teachers,
and we feel that through this med-
ium Silverton graduates will have
less dificulty with college subject
matter.

Q. How would you sum up the
future of Silverton schools?

A. Silverton is growing gradu-
ally. This is the best kind of grow-
th and we feel the future for Sil-
verton Schools is a bright one.

We hope and believe the people
will support us in an improvement
program. This will call for an in-
crease of expenditures and we be-
lieve the tax payers are ready to
go along with us at this time. We
all know that ‘“Better Schools
Make Better Communities.”

Both classes are optimistic abaut
next vear however, with 79% of
the Seniors and 75% of the Juniors
expecting to enjoy school or cal-
lege more next year than this
vear

been fair; the majority, 14, felt
