The cotton boll weevil survives 
the winter as an adult in protect­
ed areas such as shinnery thick­
ets, dielter belU. along creek 
banks, near buildings, and other 
locations whic hfumish protec­
tion during the winter months. 
In prt'paration for winter the 
weevil undergoes certain bodily 
changes late in the season, as­
suming a condition known as dia­
pause

Research has shown that the 
weevil must attain diapause to sur­
vive the winter when food and 
breeding sites are destroyed Dia­
pause is a physiological condition 
in which reproduction ceases, fat 
reserves increaae, and the res­
piratory rates are lower compar­
ed with non-diapaused, reproduc­
ing weevils.

TTie adult weevil will feed for 
about two to three weeks during 
the latter part o f the season in 
order to obtain firm diapause. 
Once diapause is reached the wee 
vil teaves the field for overwin­
tering quarters.

Research has been conducted
