Ws must And 
in the world all 
those institu - 
tioni, areas of
common in te r­
est, and ways
o f thinking in 
which men of 
different beliefs 
and diverse pur­

pose can work together with a 
minimum of conflict.

An idea which enfolds these 
basic virtues and benefita of 
common interests is mutual co­
operation and exchange of in­
formation and personnel con­
cerned with national parks, wild­
life refuges and other equiv­
alent nature reserves.

There are no “political” im­
plications in the establishment, 
development and conservation of 
national parka. They are of 
common interest thronghout the 
world in that approximately 400 
such parks have been estab­
lished in EO countries and more 
than 3,000 scenic, scientific or 
nature reserves in 80 countries 
have been set aside.

On the other hand, there are 
no national parks or similar 
areas in many other countries— 
due primarily to a lack of 
awareneaa o f the significance 
and benefita o f these reserves.

A wonderful opportunity is af­
forded in this field for inter­
national exchange.

The United States is offering 
' other countries technical and 
' other assistance in the manage­
ment and development of parka 
—and has expressed a desire to 
benefit from the experience of 

I other countries' in this area. No 
military significance of any kind 
can be implied and there can 
be no ulterior motive. The mu­
tual aid program in this field of
conservation  contributes to
world peace and understanding. 

' International travel is en­
couraged by an increased desire 
to visit parks and nature re­
serves of recognised fame and 
beauty. Magaxines and news­
papers of varied editorial “hue” 
give space to these regions of 
interest, snd readers who are 
presently “ immuniicd’’ to any 
good feeling about some coun­
tries will be led to soften their 
attitudes as a result of reading 
about this noncontroversial sub­
ject These same benefita would 
result from increased coverage 
on areas of interest—such at 
parks— in other countries.

The exchange cuts acrou po­
litical and ideological boundariee 
as no other fo ra  of interna­
tional cooperation can do.
