For Round-Up
C. A. .Morris, chairman of the | 

Cattlemen's Round-up for Crippled j 
Children, has announced the ap­
pointment of over a hundred! 
Southwertom cattlemen to assist, 
as area chairmen on the round-up 
committee.

The round up, founded in 1961 
by Coke County rancher Conda 
Wylie, is one of the main financial 
sponsors of the West Texas Re­
habilitation Center in Abilene. I 
Each year since its founding. 
Southwestern ranchers have do­
nated livestock to the round-up 
to be Mild with all profits going 
to the center. It provides over 
one-third of the funds needed by 
the center.

Serving approximately 1474 pa­
tients. with over 200 patients re­
ceiving daily treatment, the center 
is a private, non-profit organiza­
tion dedicated to the rehabilitation 
of the handcapped. Most of the 
patients arc victims of polio, 
strokes, cerebral palsy, muscular 
dystrophy, multiple sclerosis, Par­
kinson’s sy'ndrome and other neur­
ological or orthopedic disorders.

Morris pointed out that the cen­
ter has almost doubled in size 
over the past three years. The 
center depends on the round-up 
for a major portion of its opera­
ting expenses, patients being treat­
ed at the center from all over the 
entire Southwest and Midwest with 
no charge. The center has never 
received any federal or state aid, 
relying 100' -̂ on the charity dol­
lar.

123-pound freshman, car­
ried seven yards to place the Owls 
in perfect scoring position Tommy 
Edwards gained a yard or two, and 
Monty Smith carried about 15 
yards for the score. Silverton was 
penahzed for being offside on the 
extra-point try, the second attempt 
failed, and the Owls led 64).

Seconds before the third quar­
ter ended, Clau '  viaUe their lar­
gest gain of the evening on a fake- 
kick and-run play, that carried 
down to the Silverton 25-yard line. 
A fter three running plays and a 
completed pass, the Mustangs rac­
ed into the end zone for six points 
and ran again for two additional 
points.

Wheat, like other field crops, 
needs phosphorous while plants 
are young Mlien a soil test indi­
cates a phosphorous deficiency, 
the phosphorous should be applied 
so it will be in moist soil in reach 
of permanent roots Phosphorous 
moves only slightly from the point 
of application so it is best to apply 
ahead of planting.
