The U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture has announced revised rules 
for measuring cotton when plant­
ed In skip-row patterns for com­
pliance with acreage allotments. 
The new rules will becmne effec­
tive beginning with the 1986 crop 
of cotton.

On April 23. 1965. the Depart­
ment announced proposed changes 
in the skip-row planting rules and 
invited comments by interested 
persons.

The rules announced are less 
restrictive than those included in 
the April 23 proposal, but some­
what more restrictive than current 
rules.

In skip-row plantings, strips o f 
cotton rows are generally alter­
nated with strips o f idle land. Un­
der present rules, the idle land be­
yond one-half o f the normal width 
of a row is not counted as cotton

when computing the acreage of 
cotton in a field. This, in effect, 
spreads the allotment over more 
acreage. Under the new rules, a 
part of the idle land will be con­
sidered cotton acreage for allot­
ment purposes, except where cot­
ton is planted in a pattern with 
four or more rows skipped. In a 
change from last spring’s propos­
al the rule for plantings with 4 
or more rows skipped will remain 
the same as it has been for many 
years. For other skip-row plant­
ings where the row width is 40

inches, not only the land planted 
to cotton but also the 21 inches (an 
additional 12 inches over the 20 
inches now counted) beyond the 
outside rows next to the idle land 
will be charged as cotton acreage 
under the allotment program.

The following examples illus­
trate various skip-row patterns, the 
amount o f the planted area count­

ed as cotton under present rules 
and the amount which would be 
counted as cotton under the revis­
ed rules. For example purposes, it 
isi assumed that the cotton row 
width is 40 inches. Different row 
widths would mean additional ad- 
ju.stments in acreage.

P ro je c ts  yields, new for 1988, will 
be indicative o f the yield per acre 
expected for each farm using cur­
rent. cultural practices and nor­
mal weather conditions. Previous­
ly, farm normal yields have been 
tied more closely to historical 
production figures.

Substitute crops which may be 
planted on diverted acres w ill be 
determined and announced later.,

Secretary Freeman said details 
o f the 1966 Feed Grain Program 
and the Cropland Adjustment Pro-  ̂
gram will be announced at a la te r . 
date.

Wheat fanners who wish to par­
ticipate in the 1966 program will:

1. Sign up in the program dur­
ing the signup time.

2. Plant within their farm allot­
ments, observe permitted acre to -, 
tals when substituting, or plant 
no more than 150 percent o f the 
allotment, depending on which op­
tion they choose to use.

3 Put into conserving uses an 
amount of land equal to 15 percent 
of their farm wheat allotments, 
erhis 15 pedeent reduction al­
ready is reflected in the 1966 allot-1 
ment notices which were mailed 
to farmers.) As in 196S. there will 
be no payment for this diversion; | 
however, they may divert addition­
al acreage for payment.

Also, the Department o f Agri­
culture announced recently that it 
intends to make no basic changes 
for 1986 in cross compliance fea­
tures in farm programs.

The only changes in cross com­
pliance featim'.s the I'SDA intends 
to make relate to cotton, and these 
changes reflect the new cotton 
program enacted as part of the 
1965 legislation.

In 1986, cotton producers who 
want to participate in the new pro­
gram w ill need to maintain a soil 
conaerving base and to place any 
diverted acre.'! in soil conserving 
uses. In addition, the USDA Is 
dropping a requirement that cot­
ton producers cannot exceed their 
feed grain base acreage to be eli­
gible for cotton program benefits.

To be eligible for program bene­
fits, cotton, wheat and feed grain 
producers will be asked to comply 
with program provisions for that 
particular commodity on the par­
ticipating farm. In addition, parti­
cipants will be asked to plant 
within allotments or bate acreages 
for that particular commodity on 
any other farm in which they have 
an interest in that crop Wheat 
producers, however, w ill be able 
to overplant their wheat acreage 
by limited amounts and store the 
excess production under bond.

Wheat producers as required by 
the Act w ill be asked to plant 
within the other crop allotments 
such as cotton, rice, tobacco and 
peanuts on the participating farm. 
Feed grain and cotton producers, 
however, would not be required to 
plant within other crop allotments 
or base acreages on the participat­
ing farm.

Under all three programs, par­
ticipants are asked to maintain the 
normal soil conserving acreage on 
the participating farm. In addition, 
all acres diverted under each pro­
gram must be put to conserving 
uses.

On farms where substitution is 
permitted for wheat and feed 
grain acreage, producers will be

asked to participate in both wheat 
and feed grain programs on that 
farm and stay within wheat acre­
age allotments and feed grain base 
acreages on any other farms in 
which they had an interest in the 
crop.

Under the Cropland Adjustment 
Program, participating fanners 
would not exceed any other crop 
acreage allotment or permitted 
acreage on that farm or any other 
farm in which they have an in­
terest. They must also have in 
conserving use their normal con- 
serv’ing acreage plus that diverted 
under the Cropland Adjustment 
and other programs.

Here is how skip-row planting 
works: a farmer with a 50-acre 
cotton allotment uses the skip-row 
pattern o< 2 rous of cotton and 2 
rows skipped. Under the present 
system the farmer would be con- 
sidere dto have half (50%) o f the 
total area planted to cotton. This 
would permit him to utilize 100 
acres of land and still be consider­
ed as being in compliance with 
his 50-acre cotton allotment. Un­
der the new rules, 65 percent of 
the land would be considered as 
planted to cotton. Therefore, he

would be able to plant no more 
than 77 acres under the 2 and 2 
pattern and still be considered as 
in compliance with his cotton a- 
creage allotment.

In authorizing continuation of 
skip-row planting under the re­
vised rulea. the Department has 
accomodated the interests of both 
cotton producers and the Govern­

ment Planting on this basis is a 
desirable practice on many farms. 
However, widespread use of skip- 
row planting b u  contributed ma­
terially to the substantial cotton 
surplus buildup in recent years.

Many farmers will continue to 
plant cotton in skip-row patterns 
under the revised rules. O tter far­
