To Be A ‘Family Doctor’

NORMAN, Okla.,—~The na-
tion's 300,000th physician was grad-
vated from medical school in June
at the University of Oklahoma
School of Medicine.

Jerry Dean Leu, 29, of Alva,
Okla., plans to become a smalltown
“family doctor.” First, however, he
will go on for four more years of
internship and residency training in
internal medicine.

Dr. Leu's graduation marks a
medical milestone—the first time
300,000 physicians have been avail-
able to serve Americans, The num-
ber of M.D.’s in the US, now is
increasing faster than the general
population. The ratio is better than
one physician for every 680 people, ‘
compared to one for every 737 in
1960. By 1975, the AMA estimates, |
the ratio will be down to one physi- |
cian for every 638 persons !

Even more physicians are needed ’
to meet an insatiable demand for |
medical services, the American |
