Many impressions children have
about foods are established during
the elementary school years. Such
impressions can develop into
strong likes and dislikes that may
mean a child will avoid the most
nutritious foods

It is important for parents to
encourage positive attitudes to-
ward foods and good eating ha-
bits.

Research shows that the diets
of many school children lack the
assential nutrients—calcium, as-
corbic acid, and vitamin A. This
deficiency can become more ser-
ious as the child grows older be-
cause he tends to eat less of the
food he needs.

To correct or avoid this nutri-
| tional deficiency, parents should
provide adequate amounts of milk,
citrus fruits, and dark green or
deep yellow or orange vegetables
in each day's meal pattern.

Parents reinforce good eating
habits by setting a good example.
