Funeral .services for Ray R. 
Thompson were conducted at 4:00 
p m. Tuesday at the Silverton 
Church of Christ. Bro. Ilaun Kite, 
minister of the Olton Church of 
Chri.si and a former minister of 
the Silverton church, officiated, 
and was assisted by Bro. Earl 
Cantwell. minister of the Rock 
Creek Church, and Rev. C. H. 
Murphy, jr., pastor of Silverton 
First Baptist Church.

Burial was in the Silverton Ce­
metery, with arrangements under 
the direction of the Silverton FM- 
neral Home. Pallbearers were the 
six surviving brothers, Joe, Pete, 
Guy. Ed, Fred and O’Brien Thomp­
son.

The body lay in .state at the 
family's home Tuesday afternoon 
before the services.

Thompson was stricken with a 
heart attack at his home Sunday, 
and died about 5 00 p.m. while 
in an ambulance enroute to Swish­
er Memorial Hospital.

He had operated the John Deere 
implement business in Silverton 
for 13 years, and had served eight 
years on the city council.

Interested in the school’s ath­
letic program and civic affairs, 
Thompson purchased warm-ups 
for the high school football team 
several years ago, was one of the 
large donors to the fund for the 
score clock erected at the football 
field about the same time, and 
had always been a large donor to 
the public barbecue held during 
the rodeos. He was also a support­
er of the summer pony and little 
league ba.seball programs.

He was the unknown giver of 
many gifts to those in need, hav­
ing authorized Earl Cantwell to 
give assistance when he knew of 
needy families. It was his wish 
not to be identified as the bene­
factor in these instances.

He was eulogized as a man 
“ who never had unkind things to 
say about a fellow man.”

He was a member of the Sil­
verton Lions Club and had been a 
member of the Silverton Quarter­
back Club until this year.

He was born January 16, 1912, 
at Leonard, the son of the late 
Mr. and Mrs. Guy Thompson. The 
family moved to Abernathy when 
Ray was ten. He was a member of 
the Abernathy Baptist Church.

He married the former Mildred 
Johnston on February 19, 1937, 
in Phoenix, Arizona. They lived 
in Abernathy 20 years before mo­
ving to Silverton.

Survivors include his wife, Mil­
dred; two daughters, Mrs. Helen 
Strange and Mrs. Glcnna Cornett, 
both of Silverton; six brothers, 
Joe and Pete, both of Abernathy, 
Guy of Plainview, Ed and Fred, 
both of Olton, and O’Brien of Am­
arillo; and six grandchildren, Da­
vid, Debra and Dec Ann Strange, 
Kim, Mike and Tad Cornett, all 
of Silverton,

Northeutt To Speak 

To Committee

Silverton’s Owls held o ff re­
peated attacks by the Happy Cow­
boys in the fourth quarter to hold 
a 14-8 margin and take the third 
vrin of the season here Friday 
night.

The Owls travel to Lefors this 
week to meet the Pirates in an­
other non-conference game.

The Owls made fewer mistakes 
than had been recorded in pre­
vious games, giving away no un­
earned first downs, giving up no 
fumbles and allowing only one 
score by the visitors, accomplish­
ed on a draw play that fooled the 
Owls. The locals appear to work 
be.st under pressure and seem able 
to rise to the occasion when it 
presents itself.

The first play from scrimage 
saw a pass from Qvurterback Lan- 
nie .-Xmold to End Lynn Frizzell 
and a 15-yard gain. The stage was 
set for the Owls when the Cow­
boy quarterback faded back, fum­
bled and Silverton recovered on 
Happy's 19. Silverton made the 
first penetration of the game with 
Cletus Grady, jr. carrying a toudi- 
down in the first quarter. The 
.score was nullified by a five-yard 
penalty, and the ball went over 
on downs at the Cowboy 5-yard 
line.

In the second period, the Owls 
took a Cowboy kick on their own 
38, and ran and passed to the 
Happy 10, where a personal foul 
penalty of half the distance to 
the goal was stepped o ff against 
the visitors. The handoff was to 
Grady, who carried for the score. 
Bill Strange plunged into the end 
zone again for the extra points, 
with nine minutes remaining in 
the first half. The score culmin­
ated a 62-yard drive, made with a 
32-yard pass from Arnold to Ran­
dy Cantwell, and runs by Arnold, 
Grady and Strange.

Norman Strange was winner of 
a portable television set given a- 
way at halftime by the Silverton 
Fire Department.

Late in the third quarter. Hap­
py’s Jesse Ramos went 18 yards 
for a Cowboy score to end a drive 
that started on their own 25. 
Quarterback Don Maynard passed 
to End Steve Vernon for the ex­
tra points, to tie the score 8-8.

Happy attempted an onside 
kick, which was taken by Owl 
Lineman Jacky Davis on the Cow­
boy 48. The Owls moved quickly 
downfiold on handoffs from .Ar­
nold to Grady and Strange, quar­
terback keeps and a 29-yard pass 
from Arnold to Cantwell. Grady 
carried the touchdown from the 
five-yard line, and the run by A r­
nold for extra points failed, bring­
ing the score to 14-8.

Happy threatened immediately, 
mixing passes with running plays, 
to the Owl five-yard stripe where

the tough Owl defense halted the 
attack, throwing the Cowboys for 
losses, and the ball vivent over on 
downs at the Silverton 10.

The Owls were unable to gain 
a first down against the fired-up 
Cowboys and kicked to their own 
35. Happy again mixed runs and 
passes to the Owl 15, before draw­
ing a personal-four penalty. The 
game ended with the Cowboys 
having completed a pas.s on the 
Silverton five-yard line.

Several important plays were 
made by Tim Mattheu.s. who had 
not seen action for the Owls since 
the Hart game due to a leg injury. 
Happy made a number of long 
gains on passes, and Mattheus 
.seemed to be the man who was 
most often there to halt Cowboy 
progress, and in addition, snatch-^ 
ed away a Cowboy fumble. H is ' 
not carrying the ball in this game | 
did not in the least diminish his; 
value on the team.

The victory by the Owls could 
well be termed a team victory. 
The Owl defense helped make up 
for the fact that Happy gained 
more yardage by thniwing the 
Cowboys for big leases- -a total of 
at least 50 yards during the game. 
The Owls made 67 yards passing 
and 164 rushing, while Happy 
made 150 yards passing and 212 
rushing. The Cowboys completed 
seven o f 18 passes, while the Owls 
completed three of seven passes, 
with none interceptd by either 
team.

Silverton had 12 first downs, 
and the Cowboys had 15. The Owls 
were penalized 30 yards, the Cow­
boys 55. Silverton’s punt average 
was 32 yards, while one Cowboy 
puntwent straight up and came 
straight down to bring their punt 
average down to 20 j-ards.

Pass defen.se by the Owls looked 
somewhat better, with Arnold 
making one big save by jumping 
and batting a pass down in mid­
air. However, the linemen were 
made to look bad in their rushes 
on the Cowboy passer, when all 
four rushed in, were trapped, giv­
ing up short passes followed by 
long runs for the Cowboys. The 
Silverton defense also was faked 
out on several draw plays by the 
Cowboys— plays that stalled until 
most of the Owls had “gotten their 
man” and were out of commission 
as far as stopping the ball car­
rier was concerned. This was the 
play on which Happy scored

Field Day To Feature 
Mesquite Control

A field day on mesquite control 
will be held at the Pitchfork and 
Four-Six’s ranches on October 4.

Tours will start at 9:00 a m. at 
the Pitchfork Ranch headquarters 
about 15 miles west of here on 
U. S. 82. announces Garlyn O 
Huffman, range brush and weed 
control specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

Purpose of the field day is to 
observe long term re.sults from 
carrying out a complete mesquite 
control program, Hoffman points 
out. Mesquite control has been in 
progress at these ranches since 
1940 and both chemicals and me­
chanical methods or a combination 
of these have been used.

Long time benefits, costs and 
problems of controlling mesquite 
by aerial spraying, chaining, grub­
bing, root plowing, reseeding and 
ba.sal application of chemicals will 
be discussed.

An afternoon program arrang­
ed by the Texas Experimental 
Ranch Committee will include dis­
cussions by ranchmen, brush and 
range specialists and officials of 
Texas ,\&M University.

Featured .speakers will include 
Dr. John Hutchison, director, Tex­
as .\gricultural Extension Service; 
Dr. H. O. Kunkel, acting dean of 
agriculture, Texas ,\&M Univer­
sity; C. E. Fisher, superintendent 
for research. South Plains Re­
search and Extension Center; Jim 
Barron, manager. Spur Headquar­
ters Ranch; Jim Humphries, man­
ager, Pitchfork Ranch; and John 
Matthews, Dodge Jones Founda­
tion, Abilene.

As a further aid in controlling 
the disease, growers should wait 
to plant as late as practical—un­
til the first frost or the latest re­
commended date in the area (Sep­
tember 15-October 15).

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Contour Grid Maps Show Underground
Depletion, Aid In Tax Return

Contour grid maps of under­
ground water depletion and of sat­
urated thickness of water-bearing 
strate in the irrigation areas in 
the High Plains Underground Wa­
ter Conservation District soon will 
will be available to include the 
Plains portion of Briscoe County.

Scores of the maps, aiding in 
potential return of millions of dol­
lars to South Plains farmers, al­
ready have met wide acceptance 
in the 13-county area of the Dis­
trict, are approved by the Inter­
nal Revenue Service and have 
been used in computing depletion 
allowances for farm income tax
purposes.

It is estimated that area farm­
ers already received several mil­
lion in lax benefits since the Wa­
ter ussLriet-spoiisoit'd lest coj*. 
in U. S. courts (the Shurbet case) 
met its successful conclusion in 
June 1964. before the 5th Circuit 
Court of -Appeals in Houston. The 
Treasury Department agreed to 
acquiesce in the decision in De­
cember 1965.

Briscoe County water users have 
entered into a contract with a wa­
ter consultant.

Refunds for the three previous 
years can be claimed by qualified 
farmers the first time a depletion 
allowance is claimed.

.\verage realized depletion is a 
few hundred dollars per farm, but 
some instances of amounts of se­
veral thousand dollars already 
have been reported in the short 
history of the depletion allowance 
practice.

As early as 1954. the district 
filed request with IRS for ruling 
allowing depletion deductions, and 
continuing efforts were expended 
until the favorable ruling 11 years 
later.

These efforts, though signifi­
cant. arc only part of the program 
continuously carried on by the 
water district since its formation 
in 1951
