This can stUl happen if 
the Mackenzie Authority doesn’t 
start construction within the next 
two years, because only by start­
ing work on the dam or showing 
reasonable progress toward doing 
so, can the Authority retain the 
water rights.

My only regret in connection 
with this project U a selfish one 
— I still wish the a t y  of Silverton 
could have undertaken the pro­
ject alone, to reap the profits of 
the recreational facility (1) to help 
pay for the reservoir and (2) to

provide money for needed city 
improvements.

However, the project as being 
presented is a good one, the result 
of careful planning. The Author­
ity’s governing body is fortunate 
to have had two similar projects 
— White River Authority and the 
Greenbelt Authority— on which to 
base decisions concerning the 
Mackenzie project. They have re­
ceived information and sugges­
tions from those who planned and 
are operating those reservoirs, 
and have been in an excellent pos­
ition to make important decisions 
concerning the project.

The Board is made up of men

who were selected by each city 
to make up the governing body 
the Authority. If we trust their 
collective business judgment and 
experience and give them permis­
sion to sell the bonds, they will 
cause to be constructed the most 
efficient water facility possible at 
the lowest possible cost. ’The Au­
thority is asking for $7,979,000, 
and this is the maximum amount 
that will be available for the pro­
ject. Plans have been made for 
saving as much as possible on the 
interest expense between the lime 
the bonds are sold and the time 
payments are made on the facility.

Based on the experience of si­

milar projects, our Mackenzie dir­
ectors know that they can expect 
revenue other than from sale of 
water and taxes to help offset the 
cost of building the reservoir 
( from conce-ssions, recreation, 
etc.) but this cannot be deducted 
(you can’t count your chicks be­
fore they hatch, but W'hen they 
get a little older, count away) 
from the money to be raised 
through the sale of bonds. The 
basic requirement for a success­
ful venture rests on the principles 
of good business management, and 
as stated above, we have every 
reason to believe in the ability of 
our Mackenzie directors and their

management capabilities. Later, 
each preemet (town) will elect | 
its representatives on the board of! 
directors. {

A  town which fails to approve' 
the question on October 14 will 
face the possibility o f being voted 
out of the Authority.

AND, the qualified vo­
ter will be asked for the certifi­
cate he receii’cd at the time he 
regi.stered to vote, or the number 
that is shown on the certificate.

2. Before the qualified voter 
may mark his or her ballot, he or 
she must fill out an Affidavit of 
Ownership of Property Duly Ren­
dered for Taxation, on which he 
or she will have to describe his 
or her property on which taxes 
are paid. Personal property may 
bo described by a general state­
ment of its nature, as household 
furniture, or automobile. Real es­
tate is to be described in a state­
ment of its location with the prop­
er .street address or the lot and 
block numbers. The election offi­
cer w ill be allowed to inform the 
voter what constitutes a sufficient 
description. It will not be neces­
sary to list all of the personal and 
real properly you own on which 
city taxes arc paid, but this must 
include one piece of property 
which is on the tax roll.

This affidarit will hereafter be 
required before voting in any 
bond election in Texas.

The first general increase in 
electric rates in 16 years U part 
at a rate simpbficBtion and ad­
justment program submitted to 
municipal governments for ap- 
proral In the Texas communities 
served by Southwestern Public 
Service Company.

An average increase of 7.62% 
for reaidtntial and commercial 
customers in the Texas portion 
o f the company’s service area will 
take effect upon approral of the 
proposal

n>e new rates have already 
been approved for communities 
the company serves in New Mex­
ico by the rate-making authority 
in that state, the New Mexico Pub­
lic Sertici- Commission, following 
thorough study of company’s 
books and records by the Com­
mission and the Commission 
Staff.

The 1951 rate increase, which 
added 10% across the board to 
electric rates, is the only general

rate increase the company has 
ever requested. TTiere have been 
some 25 reductions in rates by 
Southwestern Public Service Com­
pany, or predecessor edectric 
companies in the area, 14 of them 
having gone into effect since the 
Company took its present form in 
1942.

For residential service in homes 
which are not electrically heated 
or do not heat water electrically, 
the new rate schedule will be: 

6.50c per kwh for the first 50 
kwh used each month (old rate is 
6 30); 4 30c per kwh for the next 
50 kwh used each month (old rate 
is 3.30 for 80 kwh); 2.15c per kwh 
for the next 000 kwh used each 
month (old rate is 2c for each re­
maining kwh); and 1.70 per kwh 
for all additional kwh used each 
month.

An annual payroll saving of ap­
proximately $1,000,000 has result­
ed from not repUclng employees 
aho have terminated and through 
redeployment of existing employ­
ees.

While these efforts have had 
some effect on rising costs, con­
tinuing price escalation of mater­
ials and supplies has made some 
rate relief necessary.

Gas for making electricity, for 
example, has increased in price 
from 7 25c per mef to 19.21c In 
the 16 years since the last gener­
al rate increase. Steel for sub­
stations is 27c a pound today, as 
compared to 15c in 1951. Copper 
wire has gone from 38c a pound 
to 57c. Hourly wage scales have 
increased more than 90%, meters 
are 26% higher and taxes have 
increased by almost 200%.

Cook, 4-H activities will emphasize 
the opportunities 4-H offers boys 
and girls between the ages of 9 
and 19 and the achievements of 
members during the past year.

It is easy for an interested 
youth to become a 4-H member. 
n »ey  choose their own individual 
project and these range from 
feeding livestock, gardening, rais­
ing poultry, foods and clothing to 
automotive, career exploration 
and photography. For the youth 
interested in science, entomology, 
electric, conservation and others 
offer many opportunities for 
learning. There are projects also 
for the youthful owners of dogs 
artd horses.

Then, there are nuny activities 
and projects which can be con­
ducted by the club. These include 
projects aimed at beautifying the 
neighborhood. improving the 
health and cafety record of the 
community, developing recreation 
and conservation programs lor the 
club.

Volunteer adult leaders work 
with the 4H  members in the lo­
cal clubs and give assistance and 
guidance to the individual mem­
ber. In Briscoe County, 35 such 
leaders render valuable service in 
the clubs they lead. They are a 
most important part o f the 4H 
team and their services are appre­
ciated by the boys and girls and 
their parents with whom they 
work.

Older 4H  members, who have 
developed into junior leaders, also 
are credited by the county agent 
with helping make the 4-H pro­
gram in Briscoe County a going 
concern.

Business, professional and civic 
leaders in the county and area, 
many of them former 4-H mem­
bers, also are members o f the 4H 
team. They support 4-H programs 
and activities ^  providing awards 
that make many achievements pos­
sible in 4-H. Thus. 4-H requires 
much teamwork to insure success­
ful programs.

It  looks as though the horse is 
up-staging the automobile and 
boat in the American family re­
creation scene. While no accur­
ate count is available, the num­
ber of pleasure horses from Maine 
to California has been estimated 
from five to seven million.

The last U. S. Horse Census in 
1959 showed nearly three million 
horses and mules, mostly on 
farms. The greatest increase today 
is around the major population 
centers of the U. S.

The 4-H Clubs have been one 
of the most enthusiastir boosters 
of the pleasure horse. Recent 
horse shows and fairs have featur­
ed 4H  owners and riders who 
have claimed their share of hon­
ors and trophies.

TTie national 4-H horse program 
last year headed the list for en­
rollment increase in 32 major a- 
ward programs supervised by the 
Cooperative Extension Service. 
The horse program gained more 
than 19,000 new members bring­
ing the 1966 toUl to 165.600. Cur­
rent participation is expected to 
bring the 1967 enrollment to well 
over 180,000. aceordin:; to 4-H 
leaders.

The young equestrians learn 
luudi uiuie than to mount and 
ride. They' learn to recognize 
horse color and markings; how to 
judge horses; to select proper tadc 
and equipment and keep it in 
good condition. Horse science pro­
jects cover anatomy, nutrition, 
disease and reproduction. Mem­
bers are coached in show ring 
performance and responsibility to 
the horse.

County extension agents, local 
club leaders, veterinarian.';, pro­
fessional horse handlers and ani­
mal scientists work with the 
youngsters.

The 4-H horse program is spon­
sored nationally by Merck & Co., 
Inc., of Rahway, New Jersey. Pro­
jects are judged annually for a- 
wards. Tops in the county receive 
the gold-filled 4-H horse medal; 
best in state wins an expenses- 
paid trip to the National 4H  Club 
Congress in Chicago the week af­
ter Thanksgiving.

From the 50 state winners and 
one from Puerto Rico, six national 
$500 scholarship winners will be 
selected. Last year a Puerto Rican 
boy won a scholarship The five 
other recipients were from Idaho, 
Indiana. Iowa, Pennsyl\-ania and 
Texas. They were all giiis.
