Bond Proposal Defeated

Hasing known for some weeks 
I that the issue probably would be 
defeated, at this time I feci op- 
tifflistic about the whole thing.

The Mackenzie Municipal Water 

Authority’s bond issue was defeat­
ed in two precincts in Saturday’s 
voting which wms heavy in Tulia 
and Silverton, and very light in 
Loekney and Floydada.

The action by voters was not 
unexpected due to the fact that 
some of the Mackenzie Authority 
directors (diose to publicly op­
pose the issue, and worked for its 
defeat.

Vote tabulations indicated the 
issue was defeated in Floydada by 
a vote of 57 for and 88 against; 
and in Tulia with 39 votes for and 
456 against Lockney’s vote was 
147 for and 44 again.st 

In Silverton, voters overwhelm­
ingly approved the issue, with 203 
agreeing with the issue and only 
13 voting against it.

In Monday night’s meeting of 
the .Mackenzie Authority held in 
liockney for the purpose of can­
vassing the votes, Joe Smith, of 
the laibbock bonding company 
that has been working with the 
Authority, told the directors that 
it would be foolish to call another 
election on the same or a differ­
ent proposition until the direc­
tors themselves agree as to what 
proposition should be presented.

Representing Silverton at the 
meeting were City Secretary Jerry 
Datton, Director Charles l^ itfill. 
Director Milton Dudley, Troy 
Jones and rharles Sarchet.

It was the thinking of the Sil- 
verton group that the proposition 
next presented to the voters will 
be for the building of the dam, 
a pumping station and pipeline 
to a filtration plant of sufficient 
size to supply Silverton with wa­
ter. The pumping station and fil­
tration plant would be so built 
that they could be enlarged to 
serve the other towns when they 
need the water. The City of Sil­
verton would be responsible for

building iu  pipeline from the fil­
tration plant to town, and each of 
the other cities would likewise be 
responsible for its own pipeline 
to the filtration station.

It is thought that most o f the con­
cessions to be made before the 
matter is presented to the people 
again will be between the cities of 
Loekney and Floydada, regarding 
the whys and wherefores of the 
pipeline to their towns. The 
people of Loekney want legal as­
surance that when they are ready 
for water from the Mackenzie 
Resenoir, the Floydada group will 
be ready to share the expense of 
the trunk line.

This proposition would necessi­
tate water rates and taxes of si­
milar amounts to the figures pre­
sented before the election, due to 
the fact that the other three cities 
would not be bu>ing water from 
the Authority immediately as Sil­
verton plans to do. This will re­
duce the Authority's anticipated 
revenue from sale of water. The 
water rates in the other cities
would remain unaffetrted until
such time as they begin buying 
water from the Authority, but the 
amount of their property taxes 
would not be reduced appreciably.

The value of the bonds to be 
asked for in the next election will 
likely be in the neighborhood of 
$3 to $34  million—the dam itself 
being estimated at $2.5 million, 
and the smaller filtration plant.

About this time every year, 
leaves be<x>aie a real problem a 
round a lot of homes in Briscoe 
County. Of trourse, most of u.s pre­
fer our leaves on the tree but it 
ju.st doesn’t work that way with 
a lot of trees for it’s part of their 
makeup to do some leaf shedding 
every fall.

Now the.se leaves can serve a 
v(Ty useful purpose if they are 
collected and made into compost, 
says the county agent. As material 
becomes available, including leav­
es, place it in layers in an out-of- 
the-way place and add a layer as 
more material becomes available. 
A mesh wire or board pen makes 
a good container for keeping the 
material from scattering. The pile 
should be kept moist as an aid to 
the decomposition process.

Layers of manure or commer­
cial fertilizer, placed alternately 
with the leaves, will make the 
resulting compost even more val­
uable. The ren tin g  compost from 
such will not only supply organic 
matter but will also have value as 
plant food.

Compost can be made anytime 
during the year, but the decaying 
process is slower during the cold­
er months of the year. Now is a 
good time to start a (jompost pile 
because of the generous supply of 
composting materials that are a- 
vailable during the fall season.

ult of compost you can have ready 
for next spring.

Bargaining power for farmers 
within the framework of existing 
legislation and new ideas for giv­
ing farmers bargaining power will 
highlight the 64th annual conven 
tion of Texas Farmers Union at 
the KoKo Palace in Lubbock on 
October 26-28. Special commodity 
discussions, schc^duled for Thurs­
day night, will give farmers an 
opportunity to discuss their prob­
lems and to draft a target pro­
gram for the guidance of Farmers 
Union in .seeking improved legis­
lation.

Thursday evening, Charles Bran

The proper use of cotton strip­
pers and the right conditions for 
harvesting were stressed at a ser­
ies of meetings held throughout 
the South Plains.

Speaking on machine harvesting 
of cotton for maximum efficiency 
and quality preservation w-as B. G. 
Reeves, cotton ginning and mech­
anization specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
Other featured speakers included 
Dr. Bob Metzer, Extension Area 
.Agronomist, and Fred Elliott, Ex­
tension Cotton Specialist.

More than 95 per cent of the 
Texas cotton crop was machine- 
harvested last year, pointed out 
Reeves, and a 98 per cent efficien­
cy should be obtained with the 
use of strippers, the mainstay in 
the area. Many factors affect op­
erating efficiency, he added. Tw’o 
important items are the speed at 
which the stripper Is operating 
and the height at which the strip­
per headers are running. The 
plant Lifters within the header 
should be checked thoroughly be­
fore harvesting begins to make 
sure they are in top operating 
condition. Reeves said. When har­
vesting starts, these should be 
checked again to assure they are 
running below the bottom bolls 
on the cotton stalks.

Harvesting should not begin un­
til moisture conditions are right. 
Moisture in the lint should not 
be more than eight per cent and 
relative humidity at boll height 
should be 60 per cent or less.

A .simple method of checking 
the line to determine if it is ripe 
for harvesting Is to collect sever­
al samples from throughout the 
field and squeeze them in hand. 
If the lint fluffs out, it is dry 
enough to begin harvesting. How­
ever, if it balls up or stick.s to­
gether, harvesting should be de­
layed.

Timing is also important if a 
desiccant has been applied. The 
leaves and stems of the cotton 
plant should be brittle before har- 
veMing is begun. Usually, this will 
be a week to 10 days after the 
desiccant is applied. Main advan­
tage of using a desiccant is that 
it permits earlier harvesting and 
more efficient mechanical harve.st- 
ing.

In further discussing desiccants 
and defoliants, it was pointed out 
that these harvest-aid chemicals 
do not work well when night tem­
peratures range below the 60 dc- 
p-ces mark. Proper liming in us­
ing these chemicals is all-impor­
tant since lint yield, quality fiber, 
oil content and .seed viability can 
be affected.

The best guide to follow if a 
desiccant or defoliant is to be ap­
plied is to check the field for the 
per cent of open bolls. At least 
60 per cent of the bolls should be 
open before a defoliant is applied 
and 80 per cent or more if a des­
iccant is to be used.

Turning to environmental fac 
tors which affect fiber develop­
ment, Metzer pointed out that as 
the season advances, more time U 
required for cotton bolls to ma

ture. Cotton that blooms by July 
20 will normally have mature bolls 
by September 8, or within 50 days. 
However, cotton that does not 
reach the blooming stage until 
September 15 will require about 
70 days to produce mature bolls, 
or until November 24.

Low night temperature is the 
primary factor involved here, the I 
agronomic .said. The development 
of fiber and micronairc are both 
slowed considerably by cool tem­
peratures. Early set bolls have a 
much more favorable environ­
ment to provide for fiber thicken­
ing.
