Eggeri~ (ampaigns
In Silverton

Paul Eggers, Republican candi-
date for governor, campaigned in
Silverton last Thursday before
completing five weeks of a tight-
ly-scheduled campaign tour
on Friday

Since June 20, Eggers has met
voters and lined up roots
support in more than 80 cities in
the Panhandle and in central,
southeast, north, northwest Texas.
The GOP candidate plans to visit
every area of Texas before the
end of the summer

During his campaign stops, Eg-
gers has been meeting as many
people as possible. “I want to ex-
press personally my concern that
our state government does not in-
volve more people,” he says.

His subjects are varied, but his

underlying promise is to improve
Texas government.
Eggers says, “Texas cannot af-
ford any more scandals such as
the liquor regulation mess. Cor-
ruption in an important state
agency does not happen overnight.
Such situations are more likely
to develop in a stagnant one-party
system,

Finally the problem erupts, like

it did with the disclosure of wide-
spread liquor law violations, and
we find that a favored few have
gained control.”
Eggers also has expressed con-
cern that increased taxes are “of-
ten the price we must pay for
lack of sound financial planning.”
He says that everyone has higher
taxes this year and that people
are tired of Federal and State
governments piling these on.

This week Eggers spoke out
against holding legislative confer-
ence committee meetings secretly
and at a time when it is difficult,
if not impossible, to block “unex-
plained and unnecessary appro-
priations.”

He said that the conference
committee system allows five
members from the House and
Senate to force their will on all
Texas. “In the waning hours of
the recent special session, a con-
ference committee grabbed hold
of the appropriations bill and
pumped it full of extra spending.
You and I had no chance to ex-
press our viewpoint. We can only
accept the new tax burden to cov-
er this spending.

“As governor, I will work to
have these meetings held openly
so you and I will know what
they're doing with our money.”
