Kindergarten is not a play
school. In Kindergarten a child

is always learning and develop-
ing. Each day brings opportunities
to play, investigate, and to ex-
press ideas through:

Group Living—Planning, work-
ing and playing in an organized
experience so that desirable ha-
bits and attitudes, independence,
and responsibility are established;

Creative Activities—Self-expres-
sion through the use of paints,
clay, crayons, manual tools and
other materials;

Excursions—Visiting points of
interest in the community to help
the child establish appreciation of
people who contribute to his life;

Language Experiences— Enjoy-
ing stories, wverse, conversation,
and dramatization;

Music Experiences— Respond-
ing rhythmically to songs, singing
and listening to music;

Health and Safety— Learning
good health habits, acquiring an

intelligent understanding of saf-
ety rules;
Relaxation—Indoor and out-

door play, and rest.

(2) Emotion-
al: to help the child gradually
mature in emotional responses,
to properly express emotional
responses, and to face and over-
come emotional problems. (3)
Mental: to help the child do in-
dependent thinking, broaden his
range of interest, develop lan-
guage powers, to grow in ability
to concentrate, and to improve
his skills. (4) Physical: to help the
child participate in a variety of
motor activities, establish desir-
able health habits, and to know
and follow simple rules of safety.
(5) Social: to help the child grow
in ability to work and play with
others, develop an attitude of
kindness, cooperation, courtesy,
and helpfulness toward others, to
respect personal and property
rights of others and to accept ap-
propriate individual and social
responsibility in his group.

Kindergarten consists of:

Working and playing together—
Each child chooses one activity
from a variety of activities—look-
ing at books, listening to records,
building with blocks, playing out
home experiences in the home-liv-
ing center, drawing, painting at
the easel, molding clay, using fin-
ger paint, freehand cutting, past-
ing, caring for growing things and
pets and working puzzles.

Cleaning up—There is a speci-
fic place for all materials and eq-
uipment in the Kindergarten. Af-
ter their use they are put back
in their place. Each child assumes
responsibility for putting away the
materials which he has used and
for cleaning up the area in which
he was working.

Developing physically — Using
playground equipment and play-
ing games aid in physical develop-
ment.

Resting—The children rest on
cots, large bath towels, or rugs.
Rest time is a time for relaxation.
Periods of activity are alternated
with periods of quiet.

Eating together—Eating togeth-
er gives each child an opportun-
ity to learn desirable table man-
ners, good food habits, and the
give and take of conversation. The
mid-morning lunch is usually com-
posed of milk, fruit ‘uice, fruit
or carrots.

Sharing group experiences—
Singing songs, listening to music,
responding to rhythms, taking na-

HOUSEHOLD INSECTS !
Household insects are munch- |
ing, biting and possibly spreading |
disease at all hours of the day|
and night.

Any home and its surroundings
harbor some form of insect life.
Some insects feed on fabrics, con- |
taminate food and attack dwell-|
ings, while others annoy humans
by “biting.” Insects carry diseas- |
es and cause possible secondary |
infections and are general nui-
sances.

A new leaflet published by the |
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-’
vice entitled “Texas Guide for‘
Controlling  Household Insects
(L-3111)" gives mmmmondations{
for controlling every kind of in-|
sect from moth to mosquito and |
from tick to termite. |

Sanitation and good housekeep-
ing are important in controlling
or keeping most pests away, but |
even well-kept homes sometimes
become infested

Certain pests may be found out-
side and controlled before they
enter the home. However, some
insects live entirely within the
home where they must be control-

Public Law 90431, which went
into effect July 26, 1968, only ve-
terans taking fulltime vocational
rehabilitation training were en-

titled to a training allowance,
Coker explained.

He noted that President John-
son, in his special message to Con-
gress on servicemen and veterans
last January 30, called for enact-
ment of the parttime vocational
rehabilitation legislation

At that time the President
pointed out that a “disabled vet-
eran can take Vocational Rehab-

| ilitation and receive a training al-

lowance only if he trains full
time. This restriction may present
him with a hard choice: leave his
job for training, or forego the
training itself.

“Clearly, that choice is unfair,”
the President said.
