Going Up Saturday

Postmaster Fred A. Strange re-
minded postal customers today
that higher parcel post and cata-
log rates will go into effect Sat-
urday, October 19, 1968,

The rate increase will average
10.5 per cent and in most cases
will mean an additional ten cents
postage per parcel.

The higher rates were approved
by the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission in July.

Under the new rates the mini-
mum charge for local parcel de-
livery will go from 40 to 50 cents.
The minimum charge for parcels
destined outside the local delivery
area will be raised from 50 to 60
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cents.

Almost all parcels that are
charged up to $1.10 under present
rates will go up 10 cents. This ac-
counts for more than 80 per cent
of all parcel post.

There will be a 15 cent hike on
most parcels now charged be-
tween $1.10 and $4.00, and a 20
cent increase on parcels now char-
ged over $4.00.

Parcel post rates are based on
the weight of the package and the
distance it is mailed.

Higher rates for the delivery of
packages and catalogs are requir-
ed to bring revenue from this type
of mail within four per cent of
operating costs, as required by
law. The higher rates are design-
ed to put parcels and catalogs,
which are fourth class mail, on a
break-even basis.
