Glancing at the records of the
second six weeks in Silverton, we
see¢ a marked decrease in the num
ber of failures of students of the
upper classes as compared to
those of the freshmen and sopho-
mores. May we conclude that the
labor of the last two or three
years is now bearing fruit? Have
students matured to the degree
that they are shunning a flimsey
diploma that will wiggle-waggle
because of its styrofoam founda-
tion?

A note of warning, however,
comes to us in the WTSU paper,
“The Prairie”: the upgrading of
academic standards forces a stu-
dent to pass nine semester hours
each semester with a C average
instead of a D. Recently the per-
centage of college-freshman fail-
ures reached an appalling height,
which fact should alert our col-
lege-bound students to the need
for more thorough preparation.
State-supported schools have to ac-
cept our graduates but do not
have to keep those who cannot
meet the standards.

Nationwide, according to “Chan-
ging Times,” failures in freshman
English are especially high be-
cause English is so poorly taught
in both elementary and second-
ary levels. The NEA study shows
only about half of those who teach
high-school English are English
majors in college; a third of the
others had no major in a related
field; fewer than 10% of the el
ementary teachers majored in En-
glish in college. Even the English
majors admit being poorly pre
pared in one or more areas, such
as reading, composition, or litera-
ture
