There were two telephone 
switchboards in Silverton, the one 
operated by Mr> Hancock and 
another operated by Mrs. Bain. 
Miner Crawford later bought both 
of the switchboards and merged 
them, continuing the operation in 
the same old house. TTie switch­
board was housed there until it 
was moved to Ralls.

Someone lived in the house all 
the time. "When you rang Cen­
tral,”  Chick recalls, “ sometimes 
you couldn’t get her and all the 
neighbors had to get on the line 
and ring with you to get Central. 
.And when you got a call, the 
phones rang in all the houses 
(about 14) on the party line, and 
usually there were about that 
many people on the line!”

Some of the younger folks may 
not even know who Central was, 
and it’s a cinch that if they ever 
cranked the phone to ring for her, 
they don’t have to worry about 
the draft anymore.

of Jim Brooks," Mrs. Lee said. 
Mr and Mrs Lee were married 
in 1910 and moved into the tele­
phone office and assisted her par­
ents in operating the switchboard 
until 1913.

“ It was such an antique thing.”  
Mrs Lee said, “ and I got to know 
it so well. I could sit out on the 
porch and when one of the party- 
lines would ring, I could tell 
which one it was just by the ring.
I remember that W. E. Schott 
loved to talk to his Grandmother 
Kitchens when he was a little boy, 
and 1 connected the line for him 
so many times."

And so, now the old switch­
board house is gone, and in its 
place will soon be a beautiful new 
City Hall and fire station, but 
there are many memories of days 
gone by that remain with the 
people who were associated with 
the early-day telephone system in 
Silverton.
