The first thing that startles you 
I IS the mass of people. The city of 
; Tokyo, where we worked, has osTr 
10 million residents. and then 
there are millions more in the 
surrounding cities. Everywhere 
you look there are pressing crowds 
of people, even throughout the 
night.

Naturally such crowded condi­
tions result in problems, the moat 
eiident being pollution of the air 
and water. U was not uncommon 
to see people wearing face masks 
or handkewhiefs because of the 
les'erity of the air pollution. Years 
ago the surrounding mountains 
and the beautiful Mount Fuji were 
visMsle, but now they are hidden 
by the smog.

Water pollution resulU from the 
open sewage and waste disposal 
system that constantly pours into 
Tokro Bay. Few fish are caught 
in the Bay area now because of 
the poisoned water.

Lack of land area is another 
problem. Land is so preoout that 
recently legislation was passed 
that all deceased persons must 
be cremated before burial. Also, 
many families cannot purchase au­
tomobiles because they have no 
place to park them, and they can­
not enlarge their homes because 
there is no room for expansion.

Mason and Dixon's Line is 
eoaaidsred a boundsry seps- 
rating the northern states 
from the southern ststes. It 
separates Pannsylvsnis from 
Maryland and a section of 
WeatVirginis.

I t  originated in 1763, when 
two English astronomers, 
Charles Mason and Jeremiah 
Dixon, were hired to surrey 
the property belonging to the 
Penns, proprietors of Penn­
sylvania, and the Calverts, 
proprietors o f Maryland. 
They decided that the bound­
ary fall at 39* 43” 26.3* north 
latitude. Though the land was 
rs-snrveycd at least twice, the 
Mason and Dixon’s line re­
mains as it was when Ant 
surveyed.

Slavery In all landa under 
the French flag was abolished 
in 1794 by the jevoluttoaary 
government o f Franca.

Cut in wedges, squares, balls or 
quarters, watermelon is a juicy, 
delicious treat on a hot summer 
day.

Now’s the time to load up on 
this summer cooler.

To help you pick a watermelon 
that has just reached its peak of 
ripeness, here are some tips from 
USDA’s Consumer and Marketing 
Service. If you’re buying cut wat­
ermelons (halves and quarters), 
the best way to judge ripeness is 
by examining the flesh. This 
should have a fresh, firm texture 
and bright color. Dry, mealy flesh 
or watery, stringy flesh usually 
means the watermelon is overripe 
or old. Once in a while you may 
notice a hard, while streak run­
ning lengthwise through the f i e *  
—this condition is known as a 
’hvliite heart.”  If you see this, 
pick another melon. Seeds, too, 
•re a good clue to ripeness. Us­
ually they’re dark brown or black 
in a fully mature watermelon.

When buying a whole water­
melon, the surest way to deteV’ 
mine its ripeness is the tradition­
al method of cutting a “plug” out 
so you can see the flesh and test 
the taste. Of course, this is not 
always practical. Even from the 
outside, there are some indica­
tions of the ripeness within. Ripe 
melons, for instance, have sym­
metrical shape and a velvety 
bloom—a dull rather than shiny 
surface. Also, the underside of a 
ripe melon is apt to be running 
from white or pale green to a 
light-yellowish color.
