With the high school enrollment
at near the same level as last year
and a decreased grade school en-
rollment, the Silverton Schools
opened Monday morning.

The total school enrollment
stood at 466, with 142 attending
classes in high school and 323 in
grade school.

Housing Activily
Reporfed Last Year

Swisher and Briscoe counties
have just enjoyed a record year of
home building and home improve-
ment through credit agencies of
the Farmers Home Administra-
tion, the agency’'s County Super-
visor, George James, said today.

Mr. James reported that $868,
350.00 was channeled into the two
counties through 85 loans for bet-
ter town and country housing dur-
ing the fiscal year ended June 30.
Loans the previous year totaled 43
for $308,340.00.

Farmers Home, a Department
of Agriculture agency, supple-
ments all other housing credit a-
vailable in towns of up to 5500
population and the rural country-
side. Its services in Briscoe County
the past year include 10 loans to-
taling $77,900.00 for purchase or
improvement of individual family
homes. The loans provided better
housing for an estimated 60 people
in the county.

“The record for fiscal 1970
means that our housing service
was 50% greater the past year,”
Mr. James said. “This uptrend

was directly opposite to the gen-
eral national downtrend in hous-

ing activity.”

In 1965 there
were 145 students enrolled in high
school and 407 in grade school,
and these figures reflect a de-
crease of two in high school and
84 in the grades.

The high school enrollment in-

creased to 156 in 1967, but drop-|

ped back to 145 in 1968.

The grade school enroliment
rose to 410 in 1966, but dropped to
382 in 1967 and 380 in 1968.

Last year's enrollment figures
were not readily available, but in
the past two years there has been
an enrollment decline of 59 stu-

dents.
