However the owner may decide 
to register his vehicle, by mail or 
in person, use of the renewal form ' 
will be more convenient and time- 
aaving.

The current registration system 
is the product o f much work and 
planning. The system began to 
take shape in 1967 with the instal­
lation of the first computer equip­
ment by the Motor Vehicle Divi­
sion of the Highway Department.

Europe might have become part 
of the Persian empire and the 
course o f  history been completely 
changed had not the Greets de­
feated the Persians at the famous 
battle o f Marathon. Before the 
battle, the tireets were undecided 
uhether or not to resist, and a 
single vote decided the issue!

In 490 B C. the Persian empire 
was vast and powerful, l o r  years 
It had been expanding, gobbling 
up its neighbors one by one in 
ihe manner in which .Adolf Hitler 
wa.s so succeuful. Darius, the 
Persian ting, ruled vast territories 
in .Asia and Africa. In Europe and 
Ihe Near East. Babylonia, Assyria, 
Asia Minor. Ihe .Aegean Islands, 
Thrace and Macedonia had fallen 
to the Persians Greece, tiny in area 
and apparently weak in strength 
compared to the vast extent of 
Persian power, was next on Ihe list.

One hundred thousand Persians, 
with vast stores o f  supplies and 
military equipment, had marched 
into Greece and assembled on the 
plain o f  Marathon, ready to crush 
all before them lite a steamroller. 
On the hilts above the plain, the 
Greek army, pitifully weak, was 
camped. The Greeks numbered 
only eleven thousand: ten thousand 
Athenians and one thousand o f 
Iheir allies, the Plalaeans. Sparta 
had promised aid, but as yet it had 
not appeared. The Persians were 
guided by a deposed Athenian 
tyrant who had gone over to the 
enemy.

Eleven thousand against one hun­
dred Ihousandl Ihe odds seemed 
impossible, and many a Greek, no 
matter how patriotic, might well 
doubt the outcome o f such an en­
gagement. When Ihe issue o f  t»tlle 
was pul to the vote o f the ten 
commanders o f the ten Athenian 
tribes, they were equally divided 
as to whether or not they should 
resist the Persians. Callimachus, 
Ihe war leader, was called upon. 
He voted to fight, and thereby 
changed the history o f Ihe world!

The decision made, Ihe Greeks 
did not wail for the Persians to 
attack. They charged the Persian 
ranks. The unhelievahtc result o f 
that day was Ihe complete defeat 
o f the Persians! One vole saved
