Review Safety Rules
Before Hunting

Before hunting this fall, review
safety rules and help prevent ac-
cidents. Hunting is one of the saf-
est sports when the large number
of hunters is compared with the
small number of accidents. But
even one accident is tragedy for
some families.

If taking youngsters to the field
for the first time, impress on them
that accidents are caused by care-
less shooters.

Practice safe gun handling at all
times and encourage young hunting
friends to do the same. Treat every
gun as if it were loaded.

Never point a gun at anything
you don’t expect to shoot. An be
sure of your target before pulling
the trigger.

Be sure the barrel and actions
are clean and clear of obstruc-
tions. Keep the chamber and ma-
gazine open at all times when the
gun is not in use. And never store
or leave a loaded gun unattended.

Carry the gun so you can con-
trol the direction of the muzzle—
even though you stumble. And un-
load your gun before climbing
trees or fences or jumping ditches.

Don’t drink alcoholic liquids be-
fore or during hunting or shooting.

Never shoot at a flat surface or
the surface of water.

State Crop And |
Livestock Survey

Some 65,000 Texas farmers and |
ranchers, including a representa-
tive number from Briscoe County,
will be involved in the 1971 state
crop and livestock survey, says
County Agricultural Agemt Jackie

Questionaires for the annual sur-
vey will be mailed to selected pro-
ducers by the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service during

the last half of November and Dec- |

ember. These should be completed
and returned as soon as possible
in the enclosed envelope.

The county agent explains that
the questionaires will be used by
the state statistician in making an
accurate estimate of the crop and
livestock situation in Texas. This
information has many uses, both
in and out of the state, and is
used here in Briscoe County in con-
nection with program building
activities and in conducting educa-
tional programs in agriculture.

Each producer plays an impor-
tant role in this state's agricultural
industry. In order for the industry
to continue to move forward, ac-
curate agricutlural estimates are
essential. So each producer receiv-
ing a questionaire is urged to com-
plete and return it immediately.

Johnson adds that county statist-
ics for 1970 are now available on
livestock, poultry, dairy, field
crops, small grains, cotton, veget-
ables, fruits and pecans, and cash
receipts of Texas farm commodit-
