State agricultural leaders gath­
ered in San .Antonio recently to dis- 
cuM the current screwworm influx 
in Texas. Among those attending 
the conference sponsored by the 
Southwest .Animal Research Asso­
ciation was State Representative 
Tom Christian of CUude.

Prim aiy  blame lor the recent in­
flux o f scre'V'vorms into Texas was 
pinned on public apathy coupled 
with ideal weather conditions this 
past w inter It was pointed out 
that when the Bcrewworm popula­
tion began to rise, those affected 
did not realire the seriousness and 
failed to contact their Congress­
men. ITus resulted in Congress not 
being able to act when the situa­
tion did get out o f control and for­
ced the government to ^ n d  a half 
m ilhon dollars in emergency 
funds.

No distribution 
of the sterile flies w ill be made in 
the Panhandle because the area Is 
in the freeze kill area. To continue 
this operation, $2 8 m illion in ad­
ditional funds w ill be needed.

• Losses w ill not be lim ited to 
cattle. We wiU suffer a great loss 
in w ild life  due to screwworms if 
this is not brought under control," 
Rep. Christian said. ’ ’This past 
year over 51,006 cases o f screw- 
worms were reported in 224 T ex­
as counties. The seriousness o f the 
situation is obvious.

"O ver the past 10 years, this 
eradication program has saved the 
American farmer and raitcher over 
$800 million in livestock losses a- 
lone," the legislator confinued. 
"The $2.8 m illion needed to main­
tain the program is a bargain con­
sidering the addition o f revenue 
dollars when losses due to servw- 
worms are elim inated.”
