Host Open Heeling
Silverton Young Farmers held a 

breakfast meeting Friday, January 
5 at the City Cafe.

Guest .speaker for the meeting 
was James Griffin, Briscoe County 
ASCS office manager.

Griffin discussed the R.E.A.P. 
program and stated that as of De­
cember 22 the R.E.AJP. program 
for Briscoe County was cut $50,000 
to $55,000. There could be a pos­
sible personal cut. A  court case 
on President Nixon’s power to cut 
this program is coming up in the 
near future. The legislature is 
also trying to limit the President’s 
power over such matters.

The 1973 farm program was dis­
cussed. Griffin stated that the cot­
ton program was cut 13%. ’There 
will be no allowance for set aside 
land. Payment on cotton on the 
price support will be 15c times 
yield.

On the grain sorghum program, 
there are two choices: (1) leave 
out 30% on set aside and receive 
33c a bushel times yield times half 
o f base allotment or (2) set aside 
15% and draw 23c a bushel times 
yield times half o f base allotment 
and be restricted on harvest. The 
grain sorghum program was cut 
57% from 1972.

The wheat allotment is down 
11% from that of last year, sUted 
Griffin.

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Waiting Period For 
Disability Benelils 
Has Boon Reduced ,

The new social security law w ill! 
reduce the six-month waiting per­
iod for disability benefits to f iv e , 
months, effective in January, ac- i 
cording to Travis C. Briggs, social 
security district manager in .Am­
arillo.

The first benefit will be pay 
able for the sixth month of disab­
ility, rather than for the seventh 
month of disability as under pre­
sent law.

"For example.”  Briggs said, "a 
worker disabled on January 15. 
1973, can begin getting benefits 
for July 1973. with the check for 
July delivered in early August. 
Previously his benefits would be­
gin for .August with the check de­
livered in September.”

The new provision will also af­
fect disabled widows and depen­
dent widowers who are eligible for 
benefits on the basis of disability

In 1973, the new law will mean 
$106 million in additional benefits 
to 050,000 disabled workers and 
their families, according to Briggs.

’ ’Reducing the waiting period by 
one month will help to relieve 
some of the financial hardships 
faced by disabled people who have 
little or no savings or other re­
sources to fall back on,”  Briggs 
said.

Social security pays monthly 
benefits to eligible workers and 
their families if  the worker is se­
verely disabled and expected to be 
unable to work for a year or more.

.More than 1.7 million disabled 
w'orkers and 1.3 million depen­
dents get $389 million a month in 
social security benefits.

VETERANS SHOULD INFORM 
INSURANCE OFFICE IF 
BENEFICIARY TO BE CHANCED

A recent sun-ey reveals that 
many beneficiaries listed on GI 
Insurance policies are not in line 
with the veteran’s current wishes. 
In many cases, a widow who as­
sumes she is the beneficiary, 
learns for the first time that the 
insurance does not go to her, but 
to her husband’s mother, or for­
mer wife. In most cases, this re­
sults in a hardship for the widow 
and young children.

According to Henry Teubel. Vet­
erans Service Officer for Swisher 
and Briscoe counties, the cause of 
the problem is that the veteran 
simply never got around to naming 
hia wife as beneficiary. In a typi­
cal case, the veteran named his 
mother as beneficiary when he 
first took out his policy upon en­
tering service, and when he even­
tually married, he forgot to in­
form the insurance office to 
change his beneficiary. When the 
veteran died, the policy still des­
ignated his mother to receive 
$10,000 in insurance. In some cas­
es, the name of a former wife, 
long divorced from the veteran, 
w ill receive the insurance instead 
o f the widow because the veteran 
failed to change his beneficiary

OF SILVERTON. TEXAS

>YHERE.\S. the Constitution of 
the State of Texas was amended on 
November 7, 1944. by the addition 
o f Section 51f. .Article III. which 
authorized the Legislature to es­
tablish a state-wide retirement 
and disability pension system for 
city employees;

WHERFAS. Chapter 75. Acts 
60th Legislature (1947) as amend­
ed, established the Texas Munici­
pal Retirement System, and auth­
orizes the governing body of each 
city or town to elect, at its option, 
to have one or more of the city 
departments participate in such 
System, and

WHEREAS, the gmeming body 
o f the City of Silverton, Texas, 
finds that it will be in the public 
interest for the city to have its em­
ployees participate In the Texas 
Municipal Retirement System as 
Hereinafter provided; Now, there­
fore,

BE IT  (WDAINED BY THE 
c m ’ COl'NCIL OF SRAERTON, 
TEXAS:

Section 1: That, on behalf of 
the City of Silverton. Texa-. the 
City Council hereby exercises its 
option and elects to have the city 
and all of the employees of all 
departments now existing or here­
after established participate in 
the Texas Municipal Retirement 
System as provided in Chapter 75. 
Acts of the 50th Legislature, as 
amended. (.Article 6243h of Ver­
non's Civil Statutes of Texas): and 
bU of the benefits and obligations 
o f such System are hereby accept­
ed as to such employees.

Section 2. The Mayor is hereby 
directed to notify the Board of 
Trustoe.>i of the Texas Municipal 
Retirement System that the City of 
Silverton. Texas, has elected to 
participate and have the employees 
o f the above departments partici­
pate in said System.

Section 3. Each person who be­
comes an employee of any parti­

cipating department on or after 
the i>ffective date o f participation 
of Mich department shall become a 
member of the Texas Municipal 
Retirement System as a condition 
of his employment. The City of 
Silverton, Texas, may in the fu­
ture refuse to add new depart­
ments or new employees to such 
System, but shall never discon­
tinue as to any participants.

•Section 5 The City Secretary is 
hereby directed to remit to the 

Board of Trustees of the Texas 
Municipal Retirement System, at 
Its office in .Austin, Texas, the 
city''* contributions to the System 
and the amounts which shall be 
deducted from the compensation 
or payroll of employees, all as re­
quired by said Board under the 

' provisions of Chapter 75. Acts of 
Uhe 50th Legislature of the State 
of Texas, as amended, and the 
said City Secretary is hereby au- 

: thorized and directed to ascertain 
and certify officially on behalf of 
the City o f Silverton. Texas, the 
prior service rendered to the said 
municipality by each of the em­
ployees of the participating de­
partments. and the average prior 
service compensation received by 
each, and to make and execute 
all prior service certifications and 
all other reports and certifications 
which may be required of the City 
of Silverton. Texas, under the pro­
visions of Chapter 75, Acts Regu­
lar Session, 50th Legislature, as 
amended, or in compliance with 
the rules and regulations of the 
Board of Trustees of the Texas 
Municipal Retirenaent System.

totaling a subetantial drain on the 
clothing dollar.

“Sophijticated fibers, dyes, fin­
ishes, and even stains create prob­
lems in effectively caring for clo­
thing items,”  the Texas AAM Uni­
versity specialist noted.

Mrs. Culp recommended prompt 
action when a garment becomes 
stained. Aging makes stain remov­
al more difficult and may per­
manently set the stain.

For drycleanables, take the gar­
ment to a reputable cleaner. Iden­
tify the stain by location, and if 
possible, the exact cause o f the 
stain.

For washable items, prompt 
laundering procedures will remove 
the majority of moot common 
stains. Stain removal charts are 
valuable aids for prompt attention 
and removal o f known stains.

"In caring for washable cloth­
ing o f family members, the home­
maker is often unsure of the na­
ture of a stain. By following a se­
quence o f procedures— beginning 
with the mildest—stains may be 
removed before they become per­
manently set or before the gar­
ment is damaged through too 
harsh treatments.” Mrs. Culp ex- 

jj plained, 
ill She reconunended the following 
lij procedures for washable clothing:

1. Begin by soaking the stain in 
ijjcold water for approximately 20

I minutes.
2. Work Liquid or dissolved laun­

dry detergent into the stain, al­
lowing to stand 30 minutes. *11)00 
rinse. Special instructions may be 
found on the container.

3. Launder, using bleach and wa­
ter temperatures suitable for the 
fabric. Do not use chlorine bleach­
es on wool, silk, spandex, acetate, 
delicate fabrics or on any garment 
with a label warning against its 
use. Oxygen bleaches are safe for 
all fabrics and should be used 
when in doubt. Synthetic fibers, 
permanent press finishes and non- 
colorfast dyes require warm, not 
hot, water temperatures.

"The majority of the most com­
mon and troublesome stains can 
be successfully removed from 
washable garments by following 
the above procedures,”  the spe- 
cialiat maintained.

"Next— if the stain still remains 
—soak the garment overnight us­
ing a laundry additive designed for 
presoaking,”  she added.

" I f  that is ineffective, laund « 
in the hottest waUr suitable for 
the fabric.”

Greasy stains, such as paint and 
asphalt, may be removed by spon­
ging with a safe spot remover luch 
as perchloreothylene or trichlor- 
eothane, she noted.

Use removers carefully and fo l­
low manufacturer's directions. A l­
ways test by first applying to a 
hidden part of the garment, such 
as a hem, to determine if the re­
mover damages the fiber or chan­
ges the color or appearance of the 
fabric, Btrs. Culp cautioned.

As a final effort in removing a 
•‘mystery’ ’ sUin, apply liquid 
bleach —suitable for the fabric 
and mixed in equal parts with wa­
ter— to the stain with an eye drop­
per Repeat if necessary and laun­
der.

"Some stains are more difficult 
than others to remove. A  proce­
dure may need to be repeated se­
veral times if  the stain is lighten­
ed the first try,”  the clothing fl)e- 
cialiat advised.

“Promptness, patience and per­
severance are the keys to stain re­
moval. I f  a garment is worth sav­
ing, it’s also worth a little extra 
time and effort to follow stain- 
removal procedures that wiU re­
move the stain without permanent 
damage to the garment.”
