Funds Approved
For Tule Canyon

Sen. Max Sherman of Amarillo
got approval from the Senate Fi-
nance Committee on his bill to ap-
propriate $68,444 to record and
preserve some of the history of
Tule Canyon before the waters of
Mackenzie Lake cover it.

The dam is under construction
on Tule Creek in Briscoe Coun-
ty, to provide a municipal water
supply for cities in the area.

State Archaeologist Curtis Tun-
nell told the Finance Committee
that Tule Canyon was visited by
Coronado in 1540, and that the
U. S. Cavalry under General Mac-
kenzie cornered the last Coman-
ches there and ‘“disarmed” them
by slaughtering 1400 of their
horses.

There are 14 sites which have
been certified as national historic
sites, Tunnell said. One of the
earliest half dugouts is located
there.

West Texas State and Texas
Tech Universities are joining in
the archaelogical work, and for
that reason the size of the request-
ed appropriation was reduced to
$68,000, he said.

If the money is provided, the
work will be done this summer.
