SPD Meeting Slated In Plainview
The economics and utilization of 

permanent pastures for livestock 
production will be featured topics 
of a symposium set for July 20 in 
Plainview, according to Billy C. 
Gunter, District Extension Agent 
for the Texas .Agriouhural Elxten- 
sion Service and coordinator of 
the event.

"Today we are faced with a se­
vere shortage of beef in this coun­
try, and our rangelands are being 
used at full capadty,”  said Gunter. 
"The necessary expansion of the 
cattle industry to meet consumer 
demand for beef must come from 
the conversion of cropland to live- 
siock production,

"Farmers on the High Plains can 
respond to this critical need,” said 
Gunter. “The nccessaiy expansion 
of the cattle industry to meet con­
sumer demand for bedf must come 
from the conversion of cropland 
to livestock production.

"Fanners on the High Plains 
can respond to this critical need," 
he added. “There is great potential 
for increasing economic gains in 
this area through the utilization of

permanent pastures for livestock 
enterprises.”

Speakers on the program include 
A1 Novosad, Extension Pasture 
Specialist from College Station; 
Frank Petr, Extension -Agronomist 
at .-Amarillo; George Warner of 
Hereford; Chester Jaynes, asso­
ciate professor of the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station at 
Lubbock, and Marvin Sartin, Ex­
tension Ekionomist, also of Lub­
bock.

Their topics include cool-season 
and warm-season perennial gras­
ses for the High Plains, relation­
ships of livestock to forage, utili­
zation of permanent pastures, and 
investment and returns on perman­
ent pastures.

Dr. James R. Supak, Extension 
.Agronomist at Lubbock, will offer 
concluding remarks.

Coperating in the joint meeting 
are the Extension Service, the Ex­
periment Station, and Texas A&M 
University, with County Elxtension 
Agents in the SPD program area 
providing leadership.

velopment Board, which is finan­
cing the lake; the Mackenzie Mu­
nicipal Water Authority, which Is 
building and will operate the lake; 
and Texas Tech and W’est Texas 
State Universities, which want to 
do the archeological salvaging — 
but has been turned down by all.

The Antiquities Committee has 
voted to knock again on the doors 
of the Water Development Board 
and the local water authority, and 
as a last rescue, to seek a court 
injunction against the closing of 
the dam until the sites are exca­
vated.

‘The statute is very clear,” said 
Truett Latimer, a member of tiie 
committee, "that our responsU>ility 
is to protect the archeological 
sites.”

Completion of the Mackenzie 
Reservoir dam in ’Pule Canyon 
next December will begin backing 
up water into the 850-acre lake. 
The $3 million lake will provide a 
water supply for Tulia, Silverton, 
Floydada and Lockney.

A .survey by the Texas Histori­
cal Survey Commission in 1970 
showed 77 sites in the future lake- 
bed where prehistoric and historic 
man left their traces, including 14

significant enough to be nomin­
ated to the National Register of 
Historic Places. Those 14 sites— 
the ones to be salvaged —range 
from 10,000-year-old campsites of 
early man to the dugouts of early 
Panhandle ranchers.

Since next spring’s rains will 
probably inundate the sites, said 
State Archeologist Curtis Tunnell, 
the estimated worth of “ intensive” 
archeological work needs to begin 
by September 1.

A bill by Senator Max Sherman 
of Amarillo providing a .special 
appropriation for the work failed 
to pass the recent legislative ses­

sion, and when Antiquities Com­
mittee officials asked the Water 
Development Board for the money 
last month, the board turned them 
down, saying it has “ no further 
responsibility” for the sites.

Tunnell appealed last week to 
Lon Davis of Flo>'dada, president 
of the Mackenzie W’ater Authoritj', 
but Davis told him “they’d like 
to see something done, but they 
don’t have any money.”  The two 
state colleges interested in doing 
the work, Latimer said, don’t have 
research money available for the 
project.

The Antiquities Committee wiU

ask Attome>- General John Hill 
for an opinion on whether the Wa­
ter Development Board has a res­
ponsibility “to protect the archeo­
logical resources in roservoirs they 
are financing,”  and whether the 
board can pay for such protection 
out of its budget allocation for 
mapping and "investigations.”

If Hill .says yes, the committee 
will again seek the $82,(XK) from 
the Water Development Board. If 
he says no, the committee! will ask 
the board to seek a “deficienc>- 
appropriation”  through Gos’ernor 
Eiolph Bri.scoe’s office. If all else 
fails, the committee will ask the

attorney general to seek an injunc­
tion against completion of the 
dam.

Tunnell sugge.sted the commit­
tee might even seek financing for 
the salvage project from private 
individuals or foundations, but 
said time might be too short.

The dam in Tule Canyon is half 
complete, be said, “ so it’s becom­
ing very critical that salvage take 
place immediately.”
