, Quayule Industry
A new and almost fabulous 

source of wealth, which is more 
prolific than mines of gold, Js the 
guayule plant, a wild shrub with 
which the plains of southern Tex­
as and northern Mexico are cov- 
ere«l, as are those of the North 
with cactus and sage brush. Home 
body discovered a few years ago 
that the roots of the guayule con­
tained the same juice as the rub­
ber tree of the tropics, and in­
vented machinery to extract it. 
The iiuhistry proved to be so 
profitable that many establish­
ments have been set iip on both 
sides of the border, and the 
guayule is now almost us impor­
tant a source of supply of crude 
rubber as the forests of the Ama­
zon. The shipments amount to 
nearly :{,()00,00() pounds a month, 
having a market value of .$1,750,- 
(KM).

This is an entirely new indus­
try. It has been created with the 
investment of very little capital. 
The land upon which the plant is 
gathered could be bought for 20 
or 40 cents an acre a few years 
ago, in tarcts of millions of acres. 
It costs from $10 to .$15 a ton to 
gather the plant and deliver it at 
the mills, and not more than 10 
cents a pound altogether to re­
duce it to a commercial form, 
while ordinary rubber gum from 
the ordinary rubber tree costs at 
least 40 cents a pound to produce. 
In most instances the guayule 
gum loses its iilentity when it 
reaches the market, and is sold 
and treated like ordinary Ama­
zon rubber, although the profit in 
its production is four times as 
great.

The rubber trust has been grad­
ually picking \ip the little com­
panies that were organiezd down 
here, and buying out the indivi«l- 
ual producers,^until it practical­
ly controls the source of supply. 
But seldom has any counrty 
gained so much wealth from so 
simple and unsuspected a source,

The Bookkeeper’s Blunder
In a recent issue of a campaign 

paper called “ Kaets,”  great 
j)rominenee is given to a state­
ment of tell revenue derived hy 
State, t'ouiity and Gify from the 
liipior traffie.

Fifty per cent of this should 
appear on the deliit side of 
liquor’s account. There should 
he an entry there that would read 
to 7.') per cent of crimes of Tex­
as. Allotlier should apjiear, to 7.") 
per cent of paupers of Texas. 
These entries should iiielude cost
0 feourts, jails, penitentiaries, re­
formatories, jmor houses, etc. An­
other should show for 60 per cent 
of the imbeciles and epileptics of 
the state. Ha«l the liookkeejier 
not overlooked these debits to the 
account the little farmer would 
not have been so badly frighten­
ed about the faxes under prohibi­
tion. Relieved of having to hear 
the cost of liquor's criminals, im-

II plain letters the wvrds “ Of 
icial Ballot.”

Said ballot shall have also writ 
en or printed thereon the wordi 
‘ For Prohibition,”  and thi 
vords “ Against Prohibition.”  

All the provisions of the gencr 
>1 election laws as amended and 
n force at the time said elect ioj 
3 held shall govern in all respect\ 
s to the ipialifications of the elec 
ors, the method of holding such 
lection, and in all other respects 
IS far as such election laws car 
»e made applicable.

Sec. :i. The Governor of thii 
state is hereby directed to issue 
he necessary proclamation foi 
aid election and to have the saim 
lublished as required by the Con 
titution and laws of this State 

Sec. 4 The sum of five thous 
nd ($5000) dollars, or so niucl 
hereof as may be necessary, is 
lereby appropriated out of anj 
iinds in the State Treasury, not 
itherwise appropriated, to de 
'ray the expenses of snch procla 
nation, publication and election.
